a penal offense does not forbid the
throwing about of fermentltlous and
disease breeding matter of every sort.

It ! the mixed dust of the streets,
vegetable, mineral, animal,
which causes the largest per cent, of
tubereuloets if the students of cause
and effect are right, and the less ref-
use there la thrown Into the street to
be ground up and spread by the winds
the lee threat and lung troubles there
will be.

The experimenting sci-
entists of Berlin after fifteen years
have found a seml-tropi- 1 plant
arsola which grows so thickly on the
aurfaoe of stagnant pools that the
mosquito larvae are smothered and
the mature lnseota cannot lay their
egsrs in the water after the plant i
wall Installed.

It is announced that as Wllhelms-have- n

possesses a malaria station, and
a especially ln Its vicinity hundreds
of cases of malaria occurred, the ex-

periment were made In that territory,
which is full of stagnant water and
swamps, Infested with mosquitoes.

While the proximity of the sea and
th abnormally cool temperature 'of
th summer of 1307 had an unfavor-
able Influence upon th growth of the
plant. It, however, covered the experi-
mental waters In a short time with a
layer of about 2.362 Inches, which suf-
focated all th mosquito larvae below
end prevented the living insects from
depositing their eggs ln the watrr.
