rallways which they mentioned, Mr.
Hyde opened and said that he belleved
& false impression had been given at
{he first hearing that public sentiment
demanded the passage of the measura.

Ha deprecagad whet he termed at-
tempts to scare the commitiee on po-
litical lines and sald that it was pret-
tv cheap talk and that the commit-
1o must solve the matter on lines of
principle,

Not Unanimity of Feeling.

- New Proposal

TWO HOURS' CONFERENCE AT
PHILADELPHIA. :

NO SOLUTION OF CONDITIONS

Governing the Hard Coal Fields—Men
Agree to Wage Agreement Renewal
With a Few Changes, !

Philadelphla, April 8.—At the con-
clusion of a two hours' ¢onference he-
tween the operators and a committee
representing the anthracite coal mi-
nerg which terminated late this aft-
ernoon, both sides seem as far from
an ultimate solution of the working
conditions governing the lhurd coal
fislds as ever. The miners’ representa-
tives presented a modified proposition.
Ir this new preposal the miners agree
to the renewal of the recently expired
wage agreement with a few changes
which are pfovided for In the follow-
ing language:

The New Proposal.

“It is furthedr understood and agreed
that If wages of employes have been
reduced during: the poast rea years
under the stiplation that [t was new
work or for other cause such wages
ghuil be restored. It is further agreed
that the right to hire and discharge is
vested exclusively in the mine mana-
ger or operator. The pepsons dlscharg-
ed shall have the right of appeal and
if it i=s shown thapt they were dis-
charged without cause, shall be reinm-
statod.

“No suspension of operation shall
taks place during the adjustment of
differences hetween emplover and em-
ploye.”

No Statement by Operators.

No statement was given out by the
operitors and it is not known bow
they view the proposition of the mi-
ners, carrying, as It does, the
nitlon of the 'union, [n u different form
than originally presented.

Provisions of the Measure,

The measure provides for the ap-
pointment of a commissioner who shall
see that the law is enforced and shall
have offices at the capitol and shall
Issue licsnsues according to the clauses
of the law, He may summon witness-
es and administer the onth and take
testimony and may delegate the powaer
to an agent and may order the carry-
ing out of the provisions of the law,
the production of obooks, papers and
documents and any person who swears
falsely to the commissioner or his
sgent may be found gulity of perjury.
Fees for attendancs angd travel of wii-
negees ghall be the same ga in the su-
perior court and shall be paid hy the
state.

FREIGHT RATE TROUBLES,
3 PLAN FOR ARBITRATION.

Idea of the Trunk Line Association—
Situation More Complicated.

New Haven, Conn, Aprii §.—The
Iatest phase of the trouble over freight
rates In  New Englasd, which has
reached a complicated stage. s & plan
for arbitration, devised by the Trunk
Line asseciation, by which 4 cmmmgt-
tes will - take Inte consideration the
whole subject of rates, Including the
rates of the southern steamsihip lines,
of the trunk lines by the mixed frulghi
and rall linés and by the New Epgland
water lines, northward and westward.

The scope of the investigation In-
cludes not merely the existing dificul-
ties, but the devising of a positive plan
by which rates upon all the systems
will be wdjusted. There is alsu a plan
for a special committes to meet Vice
Predident Hays of the Grank Trunk,
who has been understood to be the ye-
tolng member of the Trunk Line asso.
ciation, ns regards the plan for equal-
izing the New Engiand rall and water
rates.

A complication, has however, Jjust
enterad the sitgation by what s un-
derstood L0 be a new positlon assumod
by the Boston and Malne in oppoaition
to the lower rates westward from
northern New Engiand., Ir s undes-
gtood that the Boston and Maine com-
pany now takes a definite stund agalnst
any inercase of the narthern New Eng-
land rates on the ground thot it would
be unquestionably a violation of the
Sherman act and would subject the
company to heavy fines and penalties
under the federal law, This further
snaris up the complex quesiion very
seriousiy. .

In raflroad circles here a possible, If
not probable, solution of the (rouble
may be an agreement of the New York
New Haven and Hartford ocompany
with the Grand Trunk. by which the
Intter wonld obtaln the same rates as
now obtain In the traffic arrangement
of ths New Haven with the Cunadiun
Pacific as an all raill combination
Beveral weeks ago there were negotin-
tions on thin subfect between the
Grand Trunk and the New Haven, at
the end of whicrh the Grand Trunk re-
fused 1o make certaln ¢oncessions and
the negoiiations endod.

Such a settlement would retain the
present rates for northern New Eng-
tand. which have pecently heen the
suhject of agltation in Masmachusetis
and elsewhere, but It woold bardly be
acceptable to the reguiar trunk jines
as tending to divert the husiness whleh
in the case of the New Haven and the
Canadian Pacific agreaement precipltar-
ed the whole trouble.
