VIEWS OF PRESIDENT CHAS. J. DONAHUE

Of State Federation of Labor—Language of the Bill
Should be Made Clear—Contention that Intimidation
is Not Defined in Present Law and that Men May be

S_ent to Jail Unjustly.

Hartford, Conn, April 13.~The su-
préme court room at the capltel was

-mﬂ_ of house bill 635,
which Is prac y the act at present
on the stitutes, which provides net
intimidation and boycott, with soma
amendments which are proposed by the
libor Interests.

Possible to Work Great Injustice.

The principal contention is that in-
tim!dation is not defined in the present
law and that men may be sent to Sall
unjustly under the workings of the
measure as it exisis at present. The
claim was made by several speakers
that anyihing could be construed as
intimidation and that it would be pos-
sible to work great Injustice against
the working classes yniesa the mensure
i» changed.. They also desired to have
ihe measure couched in such plain
terms that the workingmen may know
ust what they may and may not do

n the maotter of pe people not
to go to work for mﬂ:ﬂnu.
President Donahue First Speaker.

The first of the afternoon
was Charles J. Donahue, president of
the State Federation of r. He

cinimed that the present law Is basad
on the decinion of an English’ judge
and that the orlginal declslon was not
agninst trade dlsputes but along other
Jines and that It was never Intended to
be applied to trade disputes.

Make the Meaning Clear.

He thought thap the lamguage of the
measure should be made precise and
clear, so that the rﬁ,ul'.-lh: may “know
where it s at” stated that the
power of the law has qniy been exeri-
ed against the work en and al-
ways in the interests of the stronges!
party In a trads dispute. He belleved
the law oppresslve and unfair and that
there wshould be provisions made
whereby people engiged In a trads
dispute might know what 10 do. e
thought that the withdrawal of busi-
nesg intéroourns from o man a =et
of men s perfectly Jawful, He stated
1hat he did not advocate the secondary
boycott, but that he helieved that un-
fon labor ashould enjoy the right to
the primary boycott. “Labor has no
monopoly in boycotting some of the
Ieading organizations in the state and
even some of the churches have donas
acts which smunck of the boyecolt. IIL
howmevor, m? ww:llm beliaves th:.t
rll forms o yootlt are wrong, . why
we will sutmit to the m as all other
good cltizens will" He alloded with
feeling to the sttitude of Governor
Lilley on the situatiom as voleed In his
massnge at the inguguration,

Mr. Donanhue wanted the word un-
lawful Inserted In the act prior to the
uea of the word intimidation and Rep-
regentative Burnes asked if this wounld
not make the state prove not only the
intimidation, but prove It to be un-
lawtul, Mr, Donahue stated that legal
eouns=l will explain that phass of the
matter at a later hearing.

Views of Carpenters’ Representative,

Labor Employer Next Speaker.

Tre next sgeaker was E. M. Roszelle
of Hurtford, who sald that he was
hoth & member of & labor organization
and an employer of labor. He advos
cated the right of free speech and said
that the present law does not allow
that right goaranteed by the constitu-
tion. {ie said that men, under the
present vague law, have heen lmprie-
oned for duing whiet they belleved they
had a moral right to do and a lesal
right as well

He thought that the tomperance
peopla and even volers use the boy-
cott ageinst certain  politiclans at
times, “Boyootts and strikes are greal
evils, but not as great as Is the con-
tinued dependence of the working
classes upon capi*al. Governor Lilley
in his kindly heart has interested
himsslf in this measure and has rec-
ommended the clearing up of the law

Iron Moulders' Side.

Dennls O'Keéefe of New Britaln, =
member of the Iron Moulders’ union,
went quite deeply Into the case of the
stiete vs. MoGee undep the present law
in which MceGee ls now gerving a term
in jall. He thought that it was a
ghames npon the lawg of Connectlout
gnd =ald that the employers are not
alrald of the individual, but of the or-
ganization. He stated that he had not
worked ag hia trade for six years, as
he clalms to have been blacklisted.

Never Saw Such Drastic Law.

“In an Interview with the late Sen-
a&tor Hanna” sald the zpeaker. “he
sald to me, 'If T hind to work with my
hande for a liviog, the first thing I
wourld do would be to join my labor
union.'” He thought that the menu-
facturers would have ittle use for
the Injunctlon when they could send
the laboring men to jall when they
exercise the right of free specch.

Other Speakers,

C. Hall of South Norwalk objeoted
to the law on glmilar grounds.

F, Grube of New Huaven, a gigar-
maker, said that the law Is being used
s a weapon by the economically
strong against tle economically weak
and that if this sort of thing -~»% on
the country need not be surprised at
violations of other laws. Hes thought
that the clause of the law which re-
gurdg compelling people “against their
will" wag s0 broad and sweeping that
it would allow every man engaged in a
trade dispute to be sent to jfall.

cyole on or over any bridge at a rate
of speed greater than six miles an
hour, if the county, town, city, bor-
ought or district required to remalr
such bridge shall keep conspicususly
posted at each #nd thereaf or at each
ppproach thereto, in full view, a paint.

NEW LONDON-GROTON FERRY,
MAYOR ARMSTRONG HEARD.

Joint Committee on Roads, Rivers and
Bridges Go Over Matter Again.

Hartford, Aprll 13—The joint com-
mittee oy rouds, bridges aud rivers
weng over all (he matters relating to
the New London-Groton ferry onos
more this afterncom, particularly be-
cause Mayor Armstrong desired to be
heard, but generally by way of re-
opening the whole subject, Mayor
Armetrong wias the first speaker and
told the committes In some detail of
the conditione concerning the New
London-Groton rafiroad bridge, which
he sald President Mellen had assured
him would be pbandoned ere long bde-
cause of the construction of a new
bridge a little wdy up the riwer and
could be acquired either by the state
or the towns concerned.

He teld the committee of the amount
of travel there and the great value of
a highway bridge. President Mellen
has agreed to recommend to his direc.
tore that the bridge should ‘be given
free to either the stute or the two
towns when the railroad is through
with it. It cost a million doliars and
could not be duplicated now at less
than a million and a half.

At §35,000, at the outside, the bridge
could be put in shape for use as a
highway bridge safely for a hundred
Years to come. 1

Mayor Armstrong asked earnestly
that if the committee did not wish to
recommend that the state take over
the bridge, It allow the towns of New
London and Groton to do so dnd main-
tain it as a toll bridege.

The mayor then went into the ferry
matter, apeaking to Senator Fenn's bill
to free all ferrieg in the state, He de-
tailed the conditio surrounding the
present ferry and™ how disagreeable
and uncomfortable, not to gay danger-
ous, wis the situation at both ends of
the route, Three hundred and ffty
thousand transfers from ferry to trol-
ley and vice versa were used last year
showing how many persons suffer. He
denied that there would be any heavy
expense connected with the acquisi-
tion of the ferry by the state and
showed by figures that this was so,
stating thagt New London would be
very wllling Lo take nominal sum
from the state for lease of it= fran-
chise, *

Muayor Armstrong broadly accused
the Chappells of juggling figures when
they com¢ to the committee and show
that with $36.000 income they make
but $3,000 profit. They buy thelr coal
of their own firm and as to many oth-
ers expenses are gimply turning mon-
ey from one pocket into another. He
knew about such matters from the
time when his father was one of the
owners, The mayor stated emphati-
cully that he would be glad to operate
thig ferry line with the same boat at
518,000 & year., At some length he
referred to the legislative history of
thlg matter throngh the vyears and
ghowed how emsy it was for the ferry
company, with 318000 to $20,000 a year
to spend, to employ experienced coun-
sel and thwart the people's will

Asked by Houwse Chalrman Leete
whether the city of New London had
taken action to ghow that It was will-
ing to forego Its ferry income of
$4.300 a year for the privilege of a
free ferry, Mayor Armstrong said “No,
but I am satisfied they would.”

“Well, do you think that all the peo-
ple of New London are as patriotic as
you are?

“Realizing the tenor of your ques-
tion, T will say,” eaid the mavor, “that
thee ferry company, which is able to
make the people of Groton Bank pay
§36,000 a year for the privijege of
crossing that ferry, ls well able teo
spend that money and I can assure
vou that none of their family or their
numerous friends and allles would vote
for such a move™

P. S. Schellens of Groton presented
a petition from Groton people which
detailed the conditlons from which
they suffer and begged for the reduc-
tion of the ferry rates. which they
characterized as unnecessarily high.e
