reported from various quarters, Sev-
eral of the members of the pariiament-
ary deputation, which procecied last
night to Tchatalje to reasndre the Sa-
Jonkea troops, returned here this morn.
ing. They report that the troops de-
mund the safe conduct and protection
of the Balonica deputies, who flad from
the capital, and the punishment of the

last, a8 an example to prevent the re-

eyrrence of wuch events.

Army Promises Not to Enter Constan-
tinople.

Tha army, which Is concentrating at
Tehatalje, has promised not to enter
Constantigople, but R0 await there the
fulfilment of its demands, The re.
porters who ascompinied the deputn-
tion were Imprisoned on their arrival
at Tchatalje, but pubssquently they
were relsaped and permitted to return
to Constantinople,
