Hartford, April 25. Martial honor
were paid to Gov. George L. Lllley Sat-
urday with a state funeral atthe capl-
tol and a military funeral in the olty
of Waterbury. where the burial took
place. It was the most Impressive
event of its nature, sad though it was,
that .Connecticut has ever seen. The
services here were simple and lasted
only a few minutes. Tho day was one
of brilliant sunshine. In contrant to tho
gloominess of yesterday when the body
was transferred from the executive
mansion to the rotunda of the capl-
tol.
Thousands Witnessed Escorting ef

Body.
Many thousands of people witnessed

the escorting of the body to the train
and as they were gathered outside the
north front of the cnpitol they heard
the eloquent eulogy of former Govern-
or McLean over the deceased. The
members of Governor Lllley's family
went to the capltol shortly after nine
o'clock, but did not stay for the serv-
ices.

Arrival of State Officers.
Shortly after the members of the

legislature began to arrive, acting
Governor Weeks and Mrs. Weeks be-

ing there first. On the west side sat
the legislators, and on the other side
tho Invited guests.

The front row of seats was filled
with the honorary bearers, I'nited
States Senators Bulkeley and Brande-ge- e,

officials of the state, members of
the governor's start, former Governor
Woodruff, former Governor Lounshury,
former Governor Cotlin and other for-
mer officers, Governor Pothier of
Rhode Island and members of his Btaff
and the representatives of the govern-
ors of New York, New Hampshire and
Massachusetts.

Outside the capltol the various com-
mands had been arriving and had tak-
en up positions on the north front.

Simple Service.
The service was simple. Rt Rev.

Chauncey B. Brewster, bishop of the
diocese, alone officiated. With hlin
were Chaplain J. F. Sexton of the sen-
ate, and Rev. .Mr. Countryman, chap .
lain of the house; Rev. James Good- -
win, chaplain of the First company;
Rev. Dr. Phillips, chaplain of the Sec-
ond company of Guards, and Rev. H.
E. Peabody, chaplain of the Horse
Guards, and Rev. Ir. John N. Lewis,
Jr.. a rector of St. John's church, Wa-
terbury. The military chaplains were
In uniform and the other clergymen iu
vestments.

McLean's Eulogy.
McLean In hl eulogysaid in part:

"He lived to vindicate 'his friend
and to do his duty. Thia waa the
single hope of his courageous soul and
in the fulfillment of this, hope fear of
death and love of life had no part.This loyalty to duty was his chief in-

heritance. He knew, as we all know,
that money sometimes slta too highand Integrity sits too low in the coun-
cils or tho nation.

"He had the courage always to raise
his voice In pretest. Once he raised
his voice alone In a matter of vital
Importance to his country, and that
voice was drowned in a tumult of
censure and abuse. Single-hande- d he
had the courage to try to reach the
truth, which never hurts an honest
man or honest men, and the only door
that led to the whole truth was closed
by those who had tho power to close
it and defeat his purpose. In the
opinion of some men of honest Intent
he made a grave mistake and the cen-
sure he received' was Justified. In the
opinion of other men, of equally hon-
est intent, this one failure should hare
been and still may be his crownlnjr
achievement.

"He gladly accorded to his disin-
terested critics absolute honesty o
purpose and they will now as gladly be
as just to him.

"Two days before his strength failed
hirn he said to me, I do not expect
to live very long, but if God gives me
length of days I shall devote them all
to the prevention and punishment of
chicane and extravagance in the use
of the money of the people."

"Nearer, My Ood, to. Thee."
At the conclusion of Governor Mc-

Lean's address. Bishop Brewster an-
nounced that the hymn, "Nearer, Mv
God, to Thee," would be sung. The
Choral club led In the singing and
all present took part. The singing of
this devotional hymn was Impressive.

Services at Waterbury.
At Waterbury the military escort

was a large one, the Foot and Horse
Guards going there as a personal es
cort. The services at St. John s church
and at the grave In Rlversloe ceme-
tery were of a dignified netjro. The
short and simple committal service of
tho Episcopal church was read, while
tne troops stood at attention.

Three Volleys "Taps."
When the Lord's Prayer had boon

repeated, the order to "Fire" was giv-
en and three volleys rang out over
the hills. Silence was again broken
by the sounding of "taps." The fam
ily gazed Into the open grave, turned
sadly away to their carriages, and the
burial of the governor was over.

BRITISH SHIPS ON THE SCENE.

Are Adequate to Protect Americans
as Well as Englishmen.

Washington, April 23. While condi-
tions in the near east continue to be
alarming and unsettled, the state de-

partment has been given assurance
by Great Britain through the Ameri-
can embassy at London that her ships
on the scene are adequate to protect
Americans as well as English subjects.

Further advices today from the Lon-
don embassy contain the information
that after a consultation with the Brit
ish foreign office, Russia has sent an
expedition from the frontier to Tabriz
for the relief of foreign nations. It is
also stated that the British represent
atives do not regard the situation as
serious as the American legation has
indicated.

A despatch from the American em
basv at ( onstantinople, dated one
o'clock today, says that after severe
fighting the city is in complete con
trol of the constitutional forces.

The despatch says the dragroman of
the American embassy, a uurk, has
been slightly wounded, and that Mr.
Moore, the newspaper correspondent,
is resting easily. No other Americans
have been injured.

The department has been assured
by the embassy of the safety ef two
American women named Webb, about
whom some inquiries were made.

Trouble is likely to continue in the
provinces, it is said.

HOTEL GUESTS FLED
CLAD IN NIGHT GARMENTS.

Fire Boke Out in Battery Psrk Hotel,
Asheville, N. C.

Asheville, X. C, April 23. Fire
which broke out in the laundry room
of the Battery Park hotel here at 4

o'clock this morning caused about tw.
hundred guests to leave the building
clad only in night garments.

Iiuring the excitement after the re-
covery of the fire the electric lights
went out, adding to the confusion. The
fire was soon extinguished, the damaae
amounting to only a few hundred dol-
lars.

Among the guests were Mrs. Van
Wyck, wife of former Judge Augustus
H. Van Wyck; Mrs. James Osborne,
wife of a prominent New York lawyei,
and Mme. Olice Fremstad of the Met-
ropolitan opera house.

The Kenilworth, thej other large
tourists' hotel, was also destroyed by
fire about two weeks ago, the guests
escaping in their night clothes.

NEW YORK IRISHMEN
AND ITALIANS IN RACE RIOT.

Italian Saloon and Grocery Wrecked
Wholesale Clubbing by Police.

been wrecked. Thirty combatants were
ciubbed by the police and eighteen ar
rests were made. Almost simultane
iuiiy ttiiouier ana smaller ngoi ftm.i;jItalians themselves in a West Second
street tenement required police inter
ference.

Tlie former trouble Is said to have
started in the grocery store over an
argument by two Irishmen and three
Italians. When order had been re
stored one of the combatants, Anee'.o
palmo, was found bleeding from :i bad
wound on the forehead and was re-
moved to the New York hospital.

DEPARTM ENT OF JUSTICE

Pursuing Witb-'Vig- or Violators of the
Anti-Tru- st Law.

Washington, April 25. The depart-ment of justice is pursuing with vigorits policy of urging to a final deter-
mination all cases, civil and criminal,
involving violations of the Sherman
anti-tru- st law, the Interstate commerce
act, and the act prohibiting the grant-
ing and receiving of rebates.

On October 1, last, 88 cases under,
these several acts were pending in the
courts, but this number has been re-
duced by at least 20 or 25, removingsome of the great importance from the
list.

Among the cases remaining is that
of the government against the New
York, Ne-- Haven and Hartford Rail-
road company. Involving the questionof the violation of the Sherman anti-
trust act by combining variou.-- railroad
and electric railway systems in New
England, is now receiving considera-
tion by the department of Justice.

Letter Found in Cabin.
A letter written by him was found

in the cabin. Ramsay's letter, the con-
tents of which were given out, was
addressed "My Dear Uncle Charlie,"
and continued:

"Am feeling rather queer, but must
write and say good-by- e to you. you
looked after us as bys so well, and
I wanted to be a credit to you so
much. But I have not been able to
get the bad noughts out of my head
lately. I wish I could have been more
of a companion to you up at Saskatch-
ewan. Well, so long; don't grieve
very much for me, as I am sure I shall
be all right."

in 1S85. He was the son of the thir-
teenth earl of Dalhousie. He was a
lieutenant .in the Scots Guards.
