THE HOME OF THE CRANBERRY.
It has been definitely settled that

the home of the wild cranberry is the
.little town of Dennis on the north
shore of Cape Cod and that from that
place the culture of this fruit spread
over the Cape counties until now sixty
per cent, of all the cranberries grown
in the United States are cultivated
there. The discovery that cranberries
could be improved by cultivation came
about by accident, like so many other
Important discoveries. It was found
that near the shore the fine sand of
the beach, being blown over the vines,
made the berries grow larger and have
a finer flavor. Then the experiment
was made of sanding over the wild
bogs. The next step was to trans-
plant the wild vines and cultivate
them with core.

Had it not been for this Industry the
prospects for a livelihood on Cape Cod
would have been slim. The people
were quick to grasp this new oppor-

tunity, and not only did they utilize
all the available, land nt home, but be-

gan to cast their eyes about them for
opportunities elsewhere. In Plymouth

theCARE OF FALSE HAIR.
isFalse hair wUl last longer and look

better if properly cared for, and. as
the best quality is not inexpensive and
should be selected, It behooves a wom-
an, now that quantities of it are worn,
to know how to make it last. off

To beein with, then, a cheap quali-
ty is the most expensive, for after
little wear it becomes either scrubby
or so harsh that it cannol b used.
Cheap pieces lose color and either
streak or fade quickly.

One of the most important and diffi-
cult details of caring for chignons is
to keep them free from dust. Like
hair growing on the head, they hold
iiiipurities, and unless cleansed will oil.'row dull looking and old. In their
care a soft brush is an essential, and
every night, when the pieces are re-
moved, they should be stroked lightly
but thoroughly with bristles In such
a way that the dust Is taken out-- Tli'a
should not be omitted even for one
nieht. for once the switch or puffs be-
come dust laden they are difficult to
clean.

No false hair, when not being worn. lay
should be exposed to the light, for to
sun and air will absorb Its dressing
unnecessarily. After being worn it
must never be put away until It has
been smoothed.

To wash a switch or puffs Is prac-
tically impossible, but as cleansing Is
necessary at intervals, corn meal
should be applied. The meal must be
rubbed gently but thoroughly through
the strands, and then, fastening the
top of the piece securely, a long bristle
brush must be applied vigorously to
remove the grains. Before this, how-
ever, the long hair must be rubbed
between the hands, so the meal will
absorb the dust.

Once in a long while, perhaps every oftwo months, a little oil rubbed on the
false piece will keep It in condition,
and aid in preserving the dressing. For
this glycerin Is excellent, and the run-
ner of applying should be carefully
foliowed. Too much of the grease will
a'most ruin, while too little w.'ll not be
effective. When using the glycerinthe tip of the piece must be securely of
fastened- where the long hair will hane
free. Then a few drops, scented, may-
be "rubbed between the palms of the in
hands, to distribute it evenly, and
then put directly upon the hair, the
only difficulty being that the grease
will adhere to only one part of the
snitch. This is most apt to be avoid-
ed'

an
by pressing the palms lightly when

first they are put on, making the str ike
heavier as the grease is absorbed. Un-
der no circumstances must there be
an apearance of grease.

Oyster Salad.
Let fifty small oysters just come to

a boil in their own liquor. Skim and
strain,, season the oysters with three
tablespoonfuls of vinegar, one of oil,
one-ha- lf teaspconful of salt, f.ne-eigh- ih

teaspvonful of pepper and place on Ice
for two hours. With a sharp knife cut
up a pint of celery, using only the ten-
der part, and when ready to serve,
mix with the oysters, adding about
one-ha- lf pint of mayonnaise dressing.
Arrange in a salad dish. Pour over
another half pint of dressing and gar-
nish with celery leaves.

Lobster Salad.
Tear meat of lobster Into shreds

with two forks, remove eggs (If hen
k.bster) .'rom fins, scrape out all gre-- i
fat from shell and set aside. Pre-
pare for making a mayonnaise by mak-
ing one tablespoonful of fat with yolk
of a raw epg and a hard boiled egg.
Let this be the basis of your mayon-
naise. In all other particulars follow
instructions for mayonnaise sauce.
When complete mix lobster meat with
three tablespoonfuls of sauce. Cover
bottom of dish with lettuce, put layerof lobster upon It; next add layer of
celery cut !nto narrow strips, an an-
other layer of lobster; arrange neatlyon dish: sprinkle eggs or choppedcoral on lettuce around the edges; poursauce over meat, garnish with lobster
eggs and serve.

often, and brushing with soft butter.

Tomato for Mildew.

New Century Pudding.
One cup of suet, one cup of sugar.

one cup of milk, three cups of flour,
ono cup of ralsUis, one cup of currants,
two eggs, one-ha- lf teaspoon of salt,
one teaspoon of cinnamon, one tea
spoon of baking powder. Shred and
chop the-- suet fine, wasn and dry tne
currants, beat the suet, sugar and
volks of the eggs together till light
then add milk ami flour. Heat till
smcoth, add the spices, salt and whites

eggs, well beaten; then add baking
oowder. Mix well and ado tne fruit.
well floured. Turn Into a greastd mold
and boll for three hours, berve hot
with sauce.

Queen of Puddings.
One Dint of bread crumbs, one cup
.sugar, one scant ounce of lard, one

quart of milk, four eggs. Juice and
rind of one lemon, tsoak the crumbs

the milk for half an hour. eat the
yolks and sugar together until light
then add to the crumbs and milk; inLi
snd add tin lemon. Pour Into pudding
dish and bake in a moderate oven hiJf

hoar. Whip the whiles of the egg
until frothy; add to them four table-spoonfu- ls

of powdered sugar and beat
until very stiff. When the pudding Is
done, put over tne top a layer oi tne
whites and put back in the oven a
moment to brown. Serve cold with
cream sauce. This will serve eight
persons.

GOVERNOR WEEKS.
It Is possible that the drafters of the

constitution of Connecticut did not in-

tend that any one not elected to, that
office should become governor of the
state. So they provided that not the
office but the duties thereof should de-

volve upon the lieutenant governor in
the event of the governor's death, ab-

sence or disability. But it was proba-
bly an oversight. The constitution of
the United States provides that the
vice president becomes president auto-

matically upon the instant of the pres-
idents death. Such a provision leaves
a simple condition of things. Lieuten-
ant Governor Weeks does not become
governor, but Is empowered to act as
such In all cases. The difference makes
considerable confusion. Thft situation
will be easily understood and adjust-
ment to the new conditions will be
quickly made. It may be deemed best
te amend the constitution in this par-
ticular. It may be that the courts
would Interpret the Instrument as con-

veying the "office" with the "duties."
At any rate the lieutenant governor
has always been addressed as govern-
or in this state and for all practical
purposes is governor and will be
known as governor in the thoughts
and speech of the citizens of the state.
