Hartford, Aprfl 26—In an opinion
banded down this aftermoon by At-
torney Genersl Marcus H. Holcomb,
tha legal status of Gov, Frank B.
Weeks, who succesds the liute Gov.
Georgu L, Lilley in the administra-
tlon of the state government, in con-
pection with the oifice of governor, is
definitely settled, Mr. Weeks, sccord.
ing to the attorney general's oplnlon,
being authorized In the exerciss of
the powers and authority appertuin-
ingg to such oMee, to use the title of
the office, and to slgn the titie of gove
ervor after his nume, this carrying
with it the right to be addressed ng
Your KExcellencsy," Instead of "Your
Haonor.” .

Opinien Addressed to Governor Waeks

The opinjon, which was addressed
10 Governor Weeks, says;
