L thus appears, first, that the com-
modities elause s a vital and operative
swtute with respect to all products
such as coal. which the railroad com-
panies actually own at the timie of the
transportation. gnd that the raflroads
musg =ell suth products to somebody
else before they can lawfully ship
them, and, second, that unless the act
Is promptly amended 20 as to Include
stock ownershlp, the raliroads= can es-;
eipe the law entireély by converting
their direct ownership of coal praper-
ties into ownership by the organiza-
tion of subsldiary coal companles,

Effect of the Decision.

The effect of the decision under ex-
isting conditions is favorable to a
rallroads and the government lost uu
practically every point except the sus-
tention of the principle involved. In
helding that congress had not gone Ma-
yond Its authority in anacting the law
the court concadsd the right to legis-
late, and it I8 believed If so disponsed
congress might enlargs and extend the
scope of the proviaion.

Practical Victory for Railreads.

Henee while the rallroads galn a
practical victory, the government Ia
not confranted by a constitutional bar
from further acting in the direction of
eontrol of the ponds in the matter of
shipment of thelr own commodities.

THE NEW HAVEN COMPANY
ENTIRELY UNAFFECTED

By the Commo;itiu Decision—Opinion
of a Prominent Officer.

New Haveén, Conn,, May 2.—A prom-
Inent officer In the New York, New
Haven and Hartford Rallroad eompany
todny, after examination of the com-
modities decision of The United States
supreme cours, stetes that it leaves fhe
inferest of the New Haven company
entirely uynaffected. The New Haven
company controls the Ontario and
Western road by a small majority of
the stock and the Ontario and West-
ern takes coal from certain mines in
the Scranton region of Pennsylvania
In which it hulds stock. Such stock-
holding. in the opinlon of the officer
referred to, as he reads the opinion
of the suprame gourt, docs not con-
stitute ownershlp and exempis abso-
Iutely the Ontario and Western from
the opéeration of the Flepburn aoct.

In railroad circles here also the de-
cislon Is regarded as baing poasibly of
ths ptmost portance as hearing ?on
the question of the right of the New
Haven company to control the Messa-
cliusetts trolleys through ownership of
stock In the trolley companies. That
ownership s now questioned n the sult
brouglht by the fedsral.government un-
dor the ant-trust acl of 1890 as being
a combination In restraint of trade. It
appears to he the opinion of ruilroad
oMicers here that today's declsion of
the United States supreme court fore-
shadows Its ition in the pending
sult against the New Haven company,
should 1t be appealed to that tribunal,

manure, having withheld the water
enough fo harden the wood a little

Regarding outdoor varielles, he ron-
ommended the hyhrid teas as most
satisfactory, and took up 4 number of
different varieties. Deep planting and
a sunshiny spot are the requlsites on
culture, and hybrid perpetuals will
stand more savers pruning than hybrid
teas.

NEW YORK STRIKE CONDITIONS

Both Sides Remain Firm—Many On-
slaughts on-Union Places in
New York's East Side.

New York., May 2.—Bvery shop of
the Master Hakers' assoclntion of the
East Slde, with fifty or more shops In
Harlem, are ded by g =pecial de-
tall of police tonight to prevent any
more of the dJdizorders which were
prevalent throughout the strike dis-
trict today. RHoth sides yemain firm
anid there appears to be no Indication
of an amleable ssttlement. The union
claims 14500 strikers, but the master
bakers are obdurate.

Many Strikers Arrested,

More than twenty sirikers were ar-
rested todoy and tonight, and while
no one was fatally hurt, as far a= |s
known, onslaughts on bakerles oporat-
¢ by non-union men were frequent.
The resources of the strikers total only
about $2,000 and will be rapidly ex-
hausted. But the United Hebrew
