Fire Commissioners' Report.
The fire commissioners presented

their report, which was accepted and
ordered printed in the Journal, and the
matter of estimates referred to the
finance committee. The report shows
17 meetings have been held during the
year. Il0ie Co. No. 3 we't out of ser

The court of common council held
its last regular meeting on Monday
evening with Mayor Lippltt presiding
and all except Councilmen Comeau and
Baker were present.

The reading of the Journal was omit-
ted and returns of tho sheriff were
ordered printed in the journal.rne following assessments lor sew-
ers were approved and ordered paid on
or before the first of November, 1909,
to the city treasurer, as follows:

The monthly report of the street de-

partment showed the expenditure of
$1,588.26, which was approved.

The monthly report of the city treas-
urer was accepted and ordered printed
In the Journal.

The annual report of the park com-
missioners was submitted and ap-
proved and ordered printed m the ap-
pendix of the Journal end so much as
referred to the estimates was referred
to the finance committee.

The report spoke of the construction
of several pavilions and a bathing
house in the park. It is not Intended
to construct many buildings, but they
will keep what there are In good con-
dition.

A portion of road No. 2 is completed
and will soon be completed entirely,
connecting with road No. 1. The work
was done by contract and legal wire
fence has been constructed on each
side of the road as required by the
Yerrington estate. The iparx superin-
tendent feels capable of completing the
remainder of the road

Many dead trees and mueh under-
brush have been cut out during the
year, while many trees and shrubs
bave been set out in the park and at
the entrance. A boat has been com-
pleted for use on the lake. It is re-

gretted that the baseball field is not
larger, but it is hoped It will be by
next season. Walks should be laid out
to give the patrons o,ulck and easy
access to the point of Interest. There
should be swings erected at different
points for the ohlldren.

It Is almost necessary that work
should be started this year on the ap-
proach which must be opened and
graded from Washington street Into
the park. This must be attended to by
Jan. 12, 1912. The undertaking Is a
very large one and work should be be-
gun at once. It will be over ths Bard.
Bond and Bacon lands. It will be too
expensive for one year and it would
be desirable to spread it over three
working seasons intervening between
now and January, 1912. For all the re
quirements of the parte the sum of
$5,000 should be allotted by the city
to this department, and the commis-
sioners asked that this recommenda-
tion be duly considered. A financial
statement by the secretary was ap
pended, showing the expenditure of

,uuu.
Number of Petitions.

The Eaton Chase Co. asked for the
construction of a crosswalk from Main
to Market street so as to be a continu-
ation of the walk in front of the Rook-we- ll

building. It was referred to the
public works committee.

The Southern New England Tele-
phone company asked for the privilege
to excavate in Boswell avenue from
Oak Etreet to the corner of Roath and
Baltic streets, for the purpose of lay-
ing a three duct conduit for telephone
wires, one duct to be for the wires of
the city. It was referred to the public
works department and corporation
counsel.

F. T. Houlihan asked that a catch
basin be placed in front of his prop-
erty, No. 191 Boswell avenue, which
was referred to the public works com-
mittee, and his petition for a fire alarm
box in Lincoln souare was referred to
the fire commissioners. It had many
signers.W. J. Carroll and twelve othprs ask-
ed for the necessary bug lljrhts in
Whittlngton avenue from Carter to
Roosevelt avenue. It was referred to
the police commissioners.

The petition of William McCllmon
for the removal of a tree corner of
Central avenue and Tenth street was
referred to the tree warden with pow-
er.

The public works committee reported
favorably upon the petition of Preston
Brothers to erect a vertical electric
sitm on their building, providing It is
satisfactory to the fire marshal, while
the same committee gave John Dodd
leave to withdraw his petition for the
right to connect his outhouse with the
sewer.

The report of the water commission-
ers was submitted and approi-e- d and
800 copies ordered printed for distribu-
tion.

Lsi at Meadow Brook.
The water commissioners submitted

deeds of property they had secured
about Meadow brook and asked for the

vice October 1, 1908, and a part paid
company was installed in its? place. A
hose wagon was rebuilt and a chemical
tank installed in it for the new com-
pany, besides which two new supply
wagons were built, new hose purchas-
ed and tools and equipment secured.
Calls to Baltic and Taftvllle have been
responded to.

The department is in first class
shape. One of the greatest needs at
present is better facilities at Thames-vill- e.

The commissioners are of the
opinion that the unoccupied station
at Thamesville should have modern
apparatus, with a new 'engine located
there, and that Chemical Co. No. 2 be
transferred there from West Main
street, and the old station they vacate
be sold, as well as the Boswell avenue
house. The money from the sales
could be used in altering the Thames
ville station. The hazardous part of
the West Side will be protected from
the Main street station, while the com-
panies at the Falls and ThamesvlHe
would also respond to West Side
alarms. There should also be better
apparatus for Greensville, with a com-
bination chemical wagon In Engine
Co. No. 2 station, and change It to a
paid company for the better protectionor tne district.

The commissioners recommend that
station No. 6. at Thamesville. be re
modelled for a part pa-l- company, an
engine and modern apparatus installed,
and that the West Main street and
Boswell avenuu stations be sold to
meet the expense, and that a new en
gine be purchased for the Thameville
station.

Upon the petition of J. L. Riley and
others for better protection at
Thamesville, the fire commissioners
referred the petitions to their report
as given above. Ths same committee
reported upon the petition of A. J.
Wholey and others regarding ths li-

censing of master plumbers by stat
ing that it should go to the water
department or a special committee, but
a bill before the legislature If it passes
win cover tne same ground.

Regarding the Norwich Building
Trades council, the same commission
ers reported on the petition regarding
tne reconstruction of building, and in
It stated that ordinances regarding
buildings were adopted May 2, 1908.

EXCELLENT REPORT BY
WATER COMMISSIONERS.

Receipts Are Close to Last Year, Al

though Low Water and Closed In
dustries Cut Big Hole in Incom-e-
Much Work Done.

The 36th annual report of the water
department, submitted to the common
council Monday evening, for the year
ending March 3L 1909, states that the
general business depression prevailing
during the year has seriously affected
the inconte of the department. Very
many empty tenements have been
abated, and the use of water by many
of the manufacturing establishments
has been diminished. These combined
conditions have made the receipts less
than the preceding year:

Disburstments $23,651.28

While the above shows a gratifyingnet amount for the city; the earning

capacity of the department would be
better understood if credit were given
for the hydrants maintained and in-

stalled without cost to the fire depart-ment. We know of no municipal
plant In which such" credit Is not giv-
en, and in no case is it less than $20 a
year for each hydrant in use. There
are 388 hydrants, and at $20 each
would add $7,760 to the net earnings.The condition of the reservoir has
been such as to create great anxiety.On June 1 there was a full pond, but
It steadily fell until on February 5 it
was 207 1- -2 Inches below. The rain-
fall from July to January amounted
to 16.16 inches, while in 1907 It was
24.33 inches, and the general average
is 24.15. The entire fall for the yearwas 37.98 Inches, or 8.61 less than the
average.

Much more work than contemplatedat the beginning of the year has been
done. Dead ends In Third and Fourth
streets have been connected by a four
Inch main in Page street. To relieve
small pressure on Lamb's Hill the six
Inch main has been continued fro'n
McKlnley avenue through Rockwell
street to the main of the same Bize
in Rockwell street near I'kttt avenue.

The question of meterage has re-
ceived careful attention, and Inspectionhas revealed conditions which show nn
utter indifference to the low condition
of the reservoirs. In one place where
the packing had entirely gon a meter
was placed, and in 17 days 225.0H0 gal-
lons were registered. When confront-
ed with the figures and Informed he
would have to pay for the water used,the conditions were at once remedied!
The deportment only objects to tli,
useless use of water. Waste can and
should be prevented, and this can be
done by meters. There have been 133
meters set, and more should be In-

stalled
Acting upon the belief that there

should be a new dam nt Meadow-brook- ,

the 1ird voted' February 27
to build a new dam with concrete core
which will require additional land, all
of which can be done for $20.00n. It
is expected the work will be finished
by July 1st. The board also suggeststhat additional service be givnThamesville and a number of hydrantstied replacing.

There has been some trouble to the
service pipe by the action of elec-
trolysis thereon, and Inspection shows
some or the cast Iron mains are being
affected. The work of clear'ng the
upper end og Meadow brook basin
should be continued till a clear pass-
age way for the water from the ex-
treme upper end of the same has been
secured.

E. L. Burnap in his annual report nn
superintendent says that a general
cleaning up has been done at Fair-vie- w

and the concrete platform and
Iron rail built about the gate-hous- e.

Steps should be taken to prevent trav-
el across the embankment to the lands
on the east shore, where one land own-
er now has a right of waif, as it re-
quires an almost dally visit to clear
up after the cattle. The land should
be purchased and the nuisance abat-
ed.

At Meadow brook the cleaning up of
the upper portion has been continued,the main dltoh opened, the brush.grasand weeds cut and burned, so the
meadow is now In an excellent condi-
tion. All the buildings on the La
Pierre farm have been removed and
fences and walls rebuilt. Twenty hy-
drants have been replaced, foiir 'f
which have steamer connection. No
water has gone to waste at Meadow
brook during the year and the water
has been of good quality, except pos-
sibly near dead ends.

There has been an extension of
mains amounting to 6.686 feet, ten new
hydants set, 133 new meters set, mak-
ing a total of 335 now. There have
been 36 mains repaired, 68 new ser-
vices totalling 1.498 feet. 298 services,
11 gates. 34 hydrants repaired, 61 ser-
vices and 24 hydrants renewed.

The report of the board is given in
a thorough and comprehensive manner,
being- carried out in detail by Clerk
W. W. Ives of the board, whose experi-ence In the work plainly shows. The
showing for the year Is considered an
excellent one under the existing con-
ditions. Inasmuch as low water and
