Are We Back Where We Were When
We Started?—What Are the Pros-
pects for Passage of Any Public
Utilities Bill—Record Length Session
of Legislature.

(Special to The Bulletin.)

Hartford, May .—Anybody who
thiniks that we are back whers we wera
when this public utilities commission
nmtier was reported to the house is
wrong. Wae are nothing of the kind
Bo far as the judiclary committes Ia
concarned we are 4 good deal further
nlong the journecy—and wae are so fur
as the house and senate are coneerned,
It 18 o great deal plainer just what the
sentiment is in both of those bodies
than has been the case ot any preyvious
time. And 1t will toke o great deal to
miske me think that this sesslon is go-
ing to pues any utllities bill at all. It
may; not for a moment do 1T mean to
as=ert that It won't.  What I do =ay is
that T think It won'l

There is, however, no intention on
the part of the opponents of the com-
mission to let the matter be killed off
in private. It hus bheen smggested that
Speukar Banks would probably appolnt
a committee of nine from the house
who were 50 largely against the bill
tHnt there would be no chance tp do
anything with it. He iz very unlliely
to do this, In other words, thore will
be no packed committes agunnst the
bill, g0 far asa the hounsa is concerned.
For one thing. it Is altogether likely
that Chundler of Rocky HIL wilt he on
the committes, and It is by no means
out of the question that he may be the
house chalrman, ;
