FINANCIAL AND

TRADING VERY DULL.

Price Movement 8luggish to Point of
Stagnation.

New Tork. May IT. The stock mar-
ket ge.ve signal evidence today that
the lar,?e operations which have caused
the shew of animation lu the dealings
for pome time past had been discon-
tinued. The trading was dull to the
point of lethargy and the movement of
prices sluggish to the point of stagna-
tion. The professional following of the
larger operations showed a puzzled
state of mind and undecided about
making any new commitments. Not
much attention was paid to news of
trade and finance, the amount of profit
taking sales affected during the last
week's upward flurries sipplying the
staple of the discussion about the
stock exchange. Information on such
points as it reaches the general public
is likely to be designedly distorted, but
the motive for misleading Is less in
force when pwtrt performances are dealt
with rather than future Intentions. For
this reason aome credence was given
to reports of individual accounts hav-
ing been liquidated last week running
to very large amounts. The cheerful
sentiments professed by those supposed
to be near to the leaders of the late
speculative campaign were unaltered.
The lack of buying power was too pro-
nounced, however, to leave room for
speculative enthusiasm. Persons of
influence In finance continued to be
quoted In confident opinions of the
prospect for renewal of prosperity. The
price level of stocks gives abundant
testimony that speculation lifts not
waited on the passage of ti:e tariff
legislation to its advantage rum the
expected coming revival. Tne stress
laid on the crop prospect in th hopeful
views expressed by the trade improve-
ment keeps the speculative sentiment
sensitive to the crop news. News of
industrial conditions was favorable.
Reports of heavy orders for railroad
equipment and supplies had an effect
on the electrical Industrials, but not
much on the steel group. An advance
in wire prices also was without mucri
influence on that group. The engage-
ment of 2.3,000,000 gold for export and
prospects of future outgo to South
America revealed the continued de-
mand of the New Tork supply by for-tip- n
