only poet that Yale ever produced.'
Woolsey could hardly have said so in
the later '6fls, for y then Stedman had
become recognized, and so had Sill
and Weeks. Perhaps Woolsey did not
last long enough to know 'Ye Lay of
Ve Woodpeckers,' and, of course, he
fid rot know the poems of another liv-

ing Yaiensian, of the class of 1890,
Vhose work is arousing much hopeful
iixpectation,

university 'producing' poets 'must
ive us pause.' If Woolsey wanted to

lay that so far as the amtosphere of
(tale was influenced by the corpora-
tion and faculty of his time, it was
liot favorable Jo the production of
gioets, many who knew it well would
rot 'be able to differ with him. Sted-
man and Sill were both requested by
the faculty to remove themselves from
the atmosphere, though Sill was-- al-
lowed to come back. Weeks' relations
with the powers were little, if any,
more congenial than those of the oth-- r

poets. Stedman and Sill both sur-
vived to happier days, but I believe
that neither of them was ever in-

vited to the faculty of Yale, despite
the fact that Sill's-- ' influence at the
university of California was perhaps
the most Inspiring educational influ-
ence of the time, and is vibrating still.

"About the same time, Noah Porter
was elected to succeed Woolsey, and
Oilman was left at tha university of
California until the Johns Hopkins
trustees gave him the recognition for
which those of his own alma mater
were too blind."

Finch was printed In the Ithaca Jour-
nal and the C'ornell Alumni Press, in a
note announcing the poems. The re-

sponsible author of that note is an old
member of the Cornell faculty and a
friend of Judge Finch, who has known
about the remark "for 30 years," but
cannot recall exactly when and where
It was made. It might therefore be
