Reports of the officers formed an
Important part of the meeting of the
Connecticut Historical society at Hartf-
ord Tuesday night, notable among
them being the report of the president,
Dr. Hart, who showed the society,
with a memberfhip of 389, Including
12 new members, to be In a very flour-

ishing condition. During the year 12

members have died, as has one
member Oov. George L. Lillry.

Another. Judge William Hnmersley,
has resigned; one corresponding me:.i-b- er

haa died and seven active members
have resigned. Dr. Hart enumerated
the meetings held during the year and
the publications of the society, de-

scribed the historical commemoration
exercises held throughout the state,
and described the present important
changes in the building made possible
through the gifts of Mrs. Elizabeth II.
Colt and J. Picrpont Morgan. Dr.
Hart also spoke very touchinsrly In
memory of Dr. Gurdon W. Ruse!l, wim
for many year was the oldest member
of the society.

Albert C. Bates, the librarian, enu
merated the books, pamphlets, manu-
scripts, book p'ate3 imprints, paintings
and other additions made to the so-

ciety's collections by gift and by pur-
chase, stating that in all 1.345 vol-
umes and pamphlets have been a iidl
to the society's collections during the
year. The report of the treasurer
showed that 82,263.92 had been re-
ceived during the year, of which $r,00
was a gift from James J. Goodwin.
There Is now on hand a balance of
t431.05. The various endowment funds
of the society are also grow ing.

An agreement between the society
and the trustees of the Atheneum in
regard to the chanses being made In
the building and the quarters to be
used by the' society was presented by
Francis H. Parker and it was voted to
print the usual reports for the year.

Following the meeting Albert t.
Bates was librarian by the
standing- - committee, while the appro-
priations for the year were acted upon.

ABOUT THE CITY.

Placing Forma at Shannon Building
for the Concrete Work Other Work
and Contracts.

At the Shannon building the wood-
en forms are being placed in positionfor the reinforced concrete work, the
forms for most of the cellar posts and
the supports for the main floor being
up. The mixing engine and machinery
have arrived and the steel for rein-
forcing- is now awaited. At the east
end the masons have the brickwork
above the doorway, which will be the
entrance from Main street and the
columns along the entire front of the
building are up to that height. The
brick wall between the Shannon prop-
erty and that of the Plaut-Cadde- n,

or what remained of It after the Are,
is still standing, having been found to
be all right. The work is watched bya large number every flay.

At the new Plaut-Cadde- n Co. build
injr Contractor Williams is now cut
ing on the fifth story of what will
prove to be an Imposing building. It
should be roofed in before long.

The old Advertiser building has
been leveled to the ground, there re
maining now but the ground floor of
the old brick building, which will be
taken out as soon as the other work
on the new building can be started
there. The removal of that building
makes a decided change In Market
street, which, will be still further im
proved by the new hotel there.

The second story of the new Indus-
trial building has been finished, and
the five-sto- ry addition to the Hopkins
& Aliens arms factory Is about up, al
tnougn the raising or the wing on
Franklin street one story has not been
started as yet.

At the Wauregan house men are at
work fixing up the iqe boxe9 and in
sulating them for the new refriserat
ing system which is to be installed.
This work is being done y local men
the piping and setting of the machin.
ery will be done by the western firm.
A foundation for the Ice machine is
being constructed In the boiler room.

The changes at the Del-Hof- T hotel
are well under way. The framework
for the partition on the main floor is
up and the new stairway has been put
in position. The desk has been tem-
porarily changed until the work is fin
ished on the floor. The work thus far
Is all Inside, none of the exterior work
having been attempted as yet.

At the McCrum-Howe- ll company's
plant the framework is up for the one
story addition at the Fruth of the
plant. This will be covered with gal
vanized Iron and used for a storehouse.

C. E. Whitaker will do the roof
ing, J. H. Tower of Providence the
Iron work and the Flint Granite Co.
of Monson. Mass., the cut stone on
the new building for the Norwich
Free Academy. Estimates are now
being made for the heating and the
contracts for the plumbing, painting
ana electrical work will be let soon

Stetson & Young have been award-
ed the contract to fculld a summer res
idence st Neptune Park, New Lon
don, for L. O. Smith. The plans show
a frame house, containing nine rooms
well finished and provided with every
convenience. Work will be started at
once.

The summer residence at Neptune

Major Wilcox has received official
notification from the adjutant general
of the arrangements being made by
the state for the transportation of the
company to New London and Norwich
and return.
