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the consulates was one of the most
Interesting and satisfactory tours ever
made by a foreign ofiVrtal in China.
The colonel was very well Hked In Pe-

king. He was the tallest of any of the
ministers, and a very fine looking man.
The closing scene of his tour In June,
18!f6, wa a dinner at LI Hung Chang's
yamen In Tien-tsi- n. by far tha most
agreeable Chinese dinner I ever i-
ntended. The viceroy told me that "dur-
ing that Journey of the Seventh Prince
the latter often epoka of me and of
the liking he took to me, which was
certainly very gratifying. It pleased
me that tha viceroy should repeat
these things to me. The viceroy, by
the way, was much interested In my
account of a circus I had attended in
Shangiiai. No ohlld ever listened to a
fairy tala with so livoly an interest
as did LI Hung Chang, the greatest
man In China, to my description of the
circus. It seemed to him almost In-

credible that tb horses, elephants, ti-

gers and Hons could be taught to do
what I told him X had seen them do.
He expressed a strong desire to ee
the circus hi me elf. Later on, by the
way, tha viceroy bad his desire grant-a- d.

for the circus troupa came north
and a private performance was given
for Lfs pleasure and that of soma of
tha imperial family. In the course 01
the dinner the .viceroy called out from
the other end of the table and asked
ma whether I was a democrat or a re-

publican. I answered that I was
United States consul, and left my poll-tie- s

at home when I came to China.
Tha vioeroy smiled at this answer,
whioh seemed to please him.

William M. Pethlrk. my vice consul,
and for a long time connected ' with
the United States consulate! as In-

terpreter, and of whom v. Low
had spoken to me In very bicrh terms

--as a good man to know, gave me a
most cordial wrtoome at Tlen-tal- n, and
showed nie many kindnesses during
my stay thone. Mr. Pethick waa born
In New York and was in the anion
army during the civil war. He went
to China in the lata aixttea and was
for eight years en English tutor In
the viceroy's family, consequent!, he
was on torn of intimacy with LI Hung
Chang each as but faw enjoyed, ills
Influence waa sought after bv all the
syndicates, but he always gave It to
the Americans. Ha had r fondness
for. society but I feund him a charm-
ing companion and a good friend.
Mr. Fetlilck's part of tha compound at
the consulate was always a beautiful
spot in summer. Ha had exqulflte
flowers in pots, and on state occasiona
would make the whole consulate a
bower of beauty with the tropical
blooms. Mr. Pethick had quite an ad-
venture on the occasion of one of his
visits to Peking during my term of
office. He had been outside the .cityto a Chinese bookstore two or three
miles from the gates, where, having
found an lntereatlsg Chinese book, he
had remained reading until five
o'clock, when ha started to return In
his Chinese cart. At about a. quarter
of a mile from the city euiiie one
shouted that the gates were closed,
and sure enough, when he arrived theywere shut so tight that nothing short
of dynamite could opeit them. He had
to make the best of It, but It was long
after dark before he could find any
place to stay, and then only a miser-
able Chinese inn whero the horrible
Hnells were only equaled by the deaf-
ening noises. It seems that during the
absence of the emperor at the Tombs
the gates are closed earlier than usual
to prevent any usurper from entering
and occupying the vacant tlirone, and
for the same reason a ooprimi of so-
ldiers is encamped outside the walls of
the Forbidden City.

From this Judgment appeal was
taken to the superior court and bonds
of $100 were furnished for appearance.

The rala came la such quanti-
ties that, six weeks later, there was
talk of having the emperor go back
to the temple and and pray that the
downpour might "let up." And mean-
while, while the emperor at Peking
was devoutly praying for rain, the
southern provinces were being devas-
tated by flood, consequently the vice-
roys of Southern China were ordering
out their praying wen to offer up their
invocations for less rain and more dry
weather. This. I suppose, would have
been oneidered by some 0 the New
York divines as a severe test of the
"prayer guaia." though irt all probabil-
ity those poor fellows etrugsrliiig In tl.e
floods' were more lntereseted In the
"rain gauge" than anxious about the
"prayer gauge." However, I believe the
prayers at both ends of the 'empire
were answered. Only, the feliows with
the subscriptions for the sufferers by
floods got north before those with the
tutocrnftlons for those who suffered
by drought ooitld get south, conse-
quently soma ill feeling was created.

The emparor"s prayers are usually
eflfeotlvev I remember another occa-
sion when the snow aad beea holding
elT so long that the emperor took the
matter in hand. He went to the Tem-
ple of Heaven and at midnight prayed
fervently to the beathen god who Is
supposed to have charge of the snow
supply. In about a week the snow
eame, and the Chinese were jubilantover the answer to the prayer.

Many letters came to the consulate
from boys asking for foreign stamps.I recoHect receiving one that was
rather out of the common. The boy
lived in Brattleboro. Vermont. I sent
him a letter with the stamps he wish-d- e.

In-hi- s reply acknowledging the re-

ceipt he wrote that he was engaged in
cleaning a bird cage one morning when
some one brought him a letter Just ar-
rived in the poet, saying, "Here's a
letter for you, but I don't know whom
it is from." The boy said he droppedhis Wrd cage, tore opon the envelopeand a pile of stamps fell out. With-
out waiting to pick up the' cage, be
rushed mto his father's rr.om ta show
him his stamps. The latter asked
him, "But wtoere is the letter?" The
boy said that in his glee over the
stamps he had not noticed the letter,
bu when he read it he concluded It
was equal to the stamps. He also
told me that his mother was a sister
of Jim Fisk, who was murdered by"the blackguard ' Stokee." About the
same time another Yankee boy wrote
to me, asking if there were any oppor-
tunity to sell stamps in China, which
was quite in contrast with the Brat-tlebo- ro

boy's request.

talk toV a Chinese, dignitary without
the interminable IntorprPter. The
marquis spoke admirable English, and
though In his travels he had been re-
ceived br European royalties and min-
gled with the nobilitv of many lands,he seemed to have no verr strorg Idea
of his own Importance. "He entertin-e- d

most enlarged views,' and dpsirdto bring about important changes In
the management of Chinese affairs.- In
appearance, though a thorough China-
man, his features had more of a Eu-
ropean cast than those of the Chinese
one sees at home. .

"taken care of, as the poor have no
closets in their houses.

The little missionary children, eons
and daughters of the missionaries, did
not seem to know how to play ea the
other children of Tien-tsi- n did. I was
surprised to disccover how few chil-
dren's games they knew. Sometimes
I thought the missionaries were mak-
ing a mistake in devoting all their
best energies to the conversion of the
Chinese and permitting their own IHtiu
ones to grow up in ignorance of the
Joys of childhood. It is true the chil-
dren were well bred and all that, and
looked with amazement on the rollick-
ing sports of those outside the fold,
but It seemed to me it would) have been
bumaa nature for them to ask them-
selves why they had never been taught
those innocent pastimes, and in trying
to solve the problem so strange to them
they might be apt to conclude that
life is too short to spend the sunshine
of youth amid the gloom of Puritanical
discipline. ' -

AH who belong to the Taylor mission
adopt the Chinese costume and wear
the queue. Their labors are in the in-

terior, away from the open ports, and
where they are completely isolated
from associations with civilised so-

ciety. If they are not more in earnest
or more conscientious than those who
labor at the seaports, they certainly
make more of a sacrifice. The Taylor
mission was founded by a Mr. Taylor,
who started out alone, without any
society aid whatever and depended en
tirely on the voluntary contributions
Of his mends for the means to prose-
cute his labors. He had an abiding
faith in the promises of Him who said:
"Go ye .into all the world and preach
the gospel to every creature," and as a
result of that faith the Tator mis-
sion, at least when I was In China, was
considered the most successful of the
Chinese missions. Some of the young
men who came ut to Join the mission
held gospel meetings in Shanghai, and
the Rev. Mr. Smith, rector of the ca-
thedral there, astonished the people of
his charge by acknowledging, that un-
til attending the meetings of these
missionaries he had not known.as lie
expressed it, what It was to "have
found Christ." Surely, it was said, if they
be instrumental In converting clergy-
men of the Church of England, they
ought t be greatly encouraged In their
work.

But. one Terr excellent young mma
who was agent for one pf the steam-
ship companies, was persuaded by the
more eloquent of the English mission-
aries to throw tip his position because,
as Stanley Smith said, he could not be
a Christian' and do work on Sunday, I
even when the work was an Impera-
tive necessity In the estimation of his
employers. After the excitement of
the revival had passed over the youngman would have withdrawn his resig-
nation gladly, but his successor was
then on the way, so he found hlmelf out
of employment and with bis enthusi-
asm evaporated. Such missionary labor
may be all right, but to me it seemed
all wrong.

A Catholic lnetltutlon at Hankow
provided for some six hundred chil-
dren of all ages, boys as well as girls.
They taught the children not only re-
ligion, but also Instructed! them in
weaving, spinning, knitting, braidingstraw and embroidering, with music
tnd languages for those who exhibited
talent in these directions. The earn-
ings of the inmates, I was told, went
far towards making the institution

The cost for the food
and clothing of each of the embryonicmissionaries was not more than three
cents a day. As they matured and
opportunities presented themselves
they were sent into the Interior to
propagate the religion they had been
taught. Just such instltntiona are In
operation In most of the large cities of
China. Most of them were established
by French Catholics and previous to
1870 there was one in Tlen-ts1- n known
as the Sisters' Ophanage. But on the
twenty-fir- st of June in that year an
Infuriated Chinese mob murdered all
the sisters and burned the building to- -,

gether with the hospital and cathedral,
killing the French consul and others
of that nationality. When I was in
Tien-tsi- n the walls of 'the cathedral
were standing Just as the conflagra-tion had left them fifteen years before.
Sir Thomas Francis Wade, then Brit-
ish minister at Peking, In Ms dispatchto the Earl of Clarendon giving a re-
port of the cause and results, did not a
lay the blame entirely, upon the Chi-
nese. On the contrary, he said the
sisters and priests had largely broughtit upon themselves by a system of
kidnaping children. The , credulous
Chinese came to believe that; the eyes
and, hearts of the children were taken
out to be made Into charms for be-
witching people, though one would
suppose infants could not become very
efficient missionaries minus eyes- - and
hearts.

From all that I heard and read about
the various missions in China, It is
my firm belief that this people will
continue right on living in the re-
ligion they have lived for two thou
sand five hundred yea, even If the
whole evangelical church of EuroDe
and Aemrica were turned adrift in the
empire and told to "wade in." Nor do
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could be pumped into a Chinese would
any better prepare him for heaven than
does his unwavering devotion to
Buddha.

On the top of one of the hills back
of the hotel at Che-f- u is a "Baby
TowtJr" such as one sees all over
China, ' and until within a few years
they were used as receptacles for fe-

male infants which, were cast into
their deep shafts to die of starvation
or of whatver else would ome to their
relif. The towers hav now gone out
tf use, not by reason of any change of
heart In the Chinese but because the
Sisters of Mercy have established hos-

pitals for female infants. Tha chil-
dren that would have teen put cwt of
the way are bought by the alatera fron;
the mothers and reared by them in the
Catholic faith to become mUsiunarles
In the future.

There are five churches in Ohe-f- u

and I was told that tha attendance on
Sundays was, on an average, about
eight The churches were
built not so much t till a long-fe- lt

want as to gratify the pious discordant
element of Chinese society in Che-f- u J

all of which enables the heathen Chi-
nese to "behold how good and bow
pleasant K is for brethren t dwell to-

gether in unity."
Mrs. Bryson, the author of "Child

Life In Chinese Homes" and the wife
of a missionary, was one of thone I
met In Tien-tsi- n, a very charming
woman. Her book is well worth read-
ing as an insight into the customs of
the people with regard to their off-

spring.
I found that the Chinese care noth-

ing for their wives .and sisters. They
think the world of their mothers, and
their devotion to the maternal parent
is unwavering.

During the summer months Che-f- u

Is the resort of the people of Sharghai
and Tien-tsi- n, and avery delightful
resort It is. It being the rendezvous
of the warehlpB of various nartonaltlos,
the oflicers naturally assist in making
things very lively in the city. I had
my quarters at the Family hotel,
about two miles from the city, on the
shore of the bay. Connected with the
hotel, was a six-oar- launok with a
uniformed Chinese crew, and .one
morning I chartered the launch, end
boarded the flagship Marion, of tho
United1 States navy, commanded by
Admiral Davis.' As I landed on deck
I met the admiral as he was about
leaving Tor the city. We had met be-

fore, at Shanghai, and after greeting
me very cordially, he invited me into
his cabin, and, after a few minutes'
chat and a glass ft wine, he took his
departure. On leaving, he asked me if

would accept a consular salute en
leaving ship. I declined with many
thanks as I was fearful of creating a
jealous feeling In the breast of the res-
ident consul. But when he bade me
good-b- y, I was invited to the officers'
mess room, and for a couple of hours
we had a right royal rfood time. As I
was leaving the ship, and Just as the
launch cast oft, they blazed away with'
the salute directly over my head. I
wanted to stand up and acknowledge
the honor, but I didn't dare to, for
fear of going overboard. But I did the
next best thing. I sat in my scat and
raised 'my hat. Meeting the admiral
that evening at an entertainment, he
asked me how I had enjoyed my visit
to bis ship. I replied that the visit
was exceedingly pleasant, but In the
ealute that I had received I was fear-
ful that they would have to use it In
raising my body instead of being In
honor of my visit, all of which was
duly acknowledged.

I stood the heat of August in Tien-
tsin far better, than do many of the
old residents, though It had been years
since I felt such a warm temprature.
When I went abroad I took my um-
brella and fan, and I generally rode
in a Jinriksha. It was warm work
for the Jinriksha boy and If he had
worn any clothes except a cloth around
his loins he would have been apt to
suffer. But as ,"the wind is temperedto the shorn lamb," so is the sun to a
naked Chinaman. The country side of
the settlement presented a very sin-
gular appearance to me. The heavy
rains had filled all the excavations
where the earth had been taken out
for grave mounds and pathways, and
as one stood on the ramparts outside
or tne improved portion of Tien-tsi- n

and looked y off over the vast
plain dotted with miniature lakes,
ponds and canals, each bordered with

dense growth of millet, ten or fifteen
feet high. It struck me es being - a
grand sight. But what seemed the
strangest thing about all this was the
ract that tne lakes ana ponds were
filled with fish, and the Chinaman
ne-e- r investigated further than to
learn that the fish were good to eat
He ate and asked no Questions., An
other singular featjr of this flHh
business: In July, 1SS5, most of the
lakes and ponds were dried sip. and tit
that time there were fears that the
drought would cause famine: So se-
rious had the danger become that the
emporor at Peking repaired with his
royal retinue to the Temple of Heaven.
At miamirni, amia the clanging of
gongs, the clashing of cymbals, the
pounding of tom-tom- s, and all the
other unearthly sounds the Chinese art j

CHAPTER XIII.

Missions and Missionaries Summer
in Tien-tsi- n The Emperor's Pray-
ers Che-f- u Mr. Pethick Colonel
Denby's Tour Soys and Stamps
The Marquis Tseng.
The first morning I went to church

in Tien-tsi- n I saw a good-size- d Chi
naman standing in a little recess just
off from the hall, ringing the church
bell. As It was the only pious act I
had seen a Chinaman perform since
my arrival, I could not but think that
for all these years the missionaries
had not labored in vain, for here was
a Chinaman ringing a church bell!

One man. who had been a mission
ary in China for fifteen years told Dr.
Hall that he had never yet. in all that.
time, seen a Chinaman that was truly
converted to Christianity. Dr. Hall re
peated this to Miss JVIindora Berry,
tfaughter of Fulton G. Berry of Fresno,
and asked her, if such were the case,
how she could expect to succeed. "It
is ot a question of success or fail-
ure," she replied, "It Is my duty to la-
bor and to wait." "Then," said the
doctor, "I could have nothing more to
say." The British consul,- Mr. Brenan,
knew Miss Berry In Che-f- u, where he
was stationed before coming to Tien-
tsin, and he told me that she did an
immense amount of good In her mis
sionary work. She taught music and
painting to her pupils, upon whom her
abors had a most humanizing effect

Miss Berry lived, when In China, ' at
the home of Dr. lyevers, a beautiful
place. The doctor, whom I met at
Che-f- u, raised all kinds of fruit on his
land, grown from cuttings of Califor
nia tes and vines. He had accom
plished quite remarkable results In
propagating California fruits. If the
fruits of his mission were as accept
able to the Lord as the fruits of his
orchard were to his English and Amer
lean visitors, I felt that his future
would be a very pleasant one. Yet I
Judged that he found it a far easier
task to plant trees in his garden than
to implant Christianity in the hearts
of a people whose religion was many
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When I was in Yokohama. I became

acquainted with a Mr. Moore, a mis
sionary from Tokio, who hai brougntms wire to tne notei, ana expected to
be obliged to take her home, to the
States, as she had become partially
demented in her efforts to convert one
particular family in Tokio, in whose
frpiritual welfare she had become deep-
ly interested. A day or so later, I
heard of a missionary murdered bythe Chinese and the Mandarin who
tried to protect him was also fired up
on and killed.

Mrs. Leavitt, an earnest worker for
the World's Christian Temperance un-
ion movement, came to Tien-tsi- n in
1887. Thoufrh there was no nurfstlnn
as to her sincerity, and the high mo-
tive which prompted her coming to
China. I could mt hflp thinking that at
ner time on lire she was making a STeat
mistake to be starting out on such a
mission, bhe was not an Impressiveor eloquent speaker, but merely told a
straight, unadorned story, closing with
a prayer. She desired to meet the
viceroy, to confer with him about the
opium traffic, but It was impossible
for her to gain an audience with him,
women never being admitted to his
yamen. Mrs. Leavitt's object was to
organize unions all over the world
lo disseminate the nrinciDles and views
of her society, and to obtain the names
or women signed to monstrous pe-
titions to ' parliament, contrrpss e.ni
other legislative bodies for the sup-
pression of intemperance. She was
very pleasant and interesting in con- -
ersaiion, iar more, so than when on

the platform. She had 1sited Japanand Australia before coming to China,
and intended to retirn home via the
Miez canal and Europe. She very re-
luctantly gave un the idfa of seeingthe viceroy, as his word would have
meant much to her.

Some of the missionaries In Tien
tsin I found very congenial acauaint- -

nces. The Rev. Mr. Davis, a fine
longing, well informed man, had been

wenty-thre- e years in China b.tA snoko
the language like a native. Dr and
Airs. Osborn,' who made the trip from
luranaraa 10 r.od? uitn me, were also
ery nne people. Thev were a vonna-

couple with a little boy of about three
ears or age. in the sprinsr thev went

into the interior about two hundred
and fifty miles, where they did not ex
pect to see a soul except Chinese for
three years. I could not bring myselfto believe that the Almighty ever de

igned two such lives to bfl so ntterlv
lost to the civilization tb"-r- - were ro
well calculated to adorn, by isolatine
themselves to save a people who can
never be made to know "what theymsb do to be saved." t

it was Mr. Davis who explained to
me how the poor Chinese keep from
freezing to deatn-i- the winter. He
aid that in the spring they pawn their

winter clothing and In the fall they
usually have enough to take their
belongings out of nawn. r If their sum
mer . clothing is worth anything they
pawn tnat, to De redeemed when they
pawn the winter garments again.
