"The steamer Admiral today landed
six members of the crew of the Amer-
ican whaling brig Sullivan of Norwich.
Conn. The men became separated
from the whaler while pursuing a
whale in a thick foog end had drifted
for six days. They were exhausted
when picked tip by the Admiral."

The boat's crew of six men which
was landed by the steamer Admiral at
Teneriffe was lost from the whaling
brig Sullivan, which fitted and, failed
from New Bedford on March 11, while
seventy mile off Great Fish bay, on
the West African coast.
