Irrational conflicta
and ruinous competition have token
the Industrial prastige of many Naw
England cities away from themy—bus-
iness has been forced to seek a more
congenia] atmosphere. Vermont is in-
viting on account of Ity primitive-
ness—the loss of neighboring states l=
its galn,

A LABEL NEEDED,

put an inferior leaf upon the market
as the real thing, and they ask that
the legislature will enmct a law
roquiring nll Conmectiout leaf tobaccs
1o be plainly labslled *“Connecticut™
but the packers are apposed to it,

reported aguinst it. The Providence
Journal resds trus when [t says “the
United States produces -more tobacco
than any other country in the world,
and Connecticut shares with Florida
the leadership for wrapper leaf. Vet
the smtate name le quite unfamiliar to
the average consumer. The growers
ciaim that Inferlor tobacco from other
sources Is brought into the state by
the packers and goes out under the
good nams of Connecticut leaf.” 1t is
gtrange that an adyerse report should
be mads upon such a good protective
provision as this appears to be.

RESPECT THE UNIFORM OF
STATE. !
The experience of the militia at
Sport hill iast Monday in an object
lesson to the state of Connéeticut.
Bomething should be done to make
the uniform of the state respected as
much ga is the uniform of the

effective there must be Inculeated In
the minds of the publlc & thorough re-
gpect for its uniform and what It rep-
resants, The state gusrdsman repre-
sents the law of the state, the same
as the law of a city !s representsd by
& policeman, and the law of the Unit-
od States by its army and navy. The
uniform of any of these hodies I sig-
nificant, and any man wearing It
should at ance be able to command
respact. The uniform of the state
should carry with It such a prestige
that young men should be anxions and
eager to wear it and be proud of it
when thev are enrolled in the stats
service. No city or town knows when
the sarvices of the mlilitia may be
nesded and when it s, it is desirable
that there be a wal] organized body
of men svaillable—men wheo will, be-
cause of their presencs;, Inapire awe
and fear. If necessary, in the minds of
those dlsorderly elements that some-
times galn control for a brief period.
If it Is the custom to jeer and jibe at
the militis by such smart youlhs as
often make up & transient <rowd it
will be found difficult to mscurs desira-
ble young men to enlist, But the
nstite should think enough of its own
uniform to compel respect for It and
to properly punish these who see fit
to ingul¢ it. Connecticut might wsll
emulate Massachusetts, which imposes
a fine of 3100 on any person who wan-
tonly Insults & member of the state
militis In uniform.—Bridgeport Post.

Half a hundred thickly seitled vililages
in the district of Tlentsin have each
thelr vigorous bands of “plous™ men
and women organized into branch
churches.

No misslonary with common eense
and Christinnity enough to deserve the
nama could ever assert that in fifteen
vears he had nover seen a Chinaman
who was truly converted to Christian-
ity, T had not been threa days in
Tientsin before 1 saw scbres of men
and women who were soundly convert-
ed Christiane. I am personally ac-
quaintsd with a grest many., BSeven
years of misslonary residence in North
China fixed forever my conviction that
evangelistic, educational, medical and
Industrial missions are smphatically
successful,

The Boxer outbreak of 1800 tested
and proved the sincerity of thousands
of Chiness Christlans won to & higher
life by the direct or Indirect instru-
mentality of missions. Mr. Bromley's
skepticism with regard to the convert-
ability of the Chinaman cannot stand
the light of the facts.

Law and Protection.

AMr. Editer; It would naturally ap-
pear that the people of the United
States ought not to complain of pres-
ent cenditions, on account of the ab-
gence or lack of law, seeing thet out
of 488 members of our natlonal legis-
iature there are 327 lawyers In both
houses, a clear majority of 158, The
Ear! of Chatham once said, “Bhow me
the laws of & country, and I will show
you the condition of its people.” Of
coursa this would depend on the kind
of lauws, whether good or bad It
would be natural to supposs that with
such an array of talent making our
laws, there ought not to be any bad

laws, But is there such a thing as bad
laws? First, let us ascertain what
law is. Bir ward Coke says: “That

nothing whieh is against reason fs
baws For geason is the lifa of the
law, nay, the common law Itself is
nothing but reason.” Then, Lo know
whethier it is good law, It must be
measured by reason and common
#ense, the highest law known to man.
But are not the people, as a rule, more
to biame for what is called bad laws,
than the law makers themseives?
There ars a large number of paople,
if not a majority, that if you say any-
thing to them about the tariff, or
finance, will reply: “T don't know
anything abhout politice™ Do these
people Know the trus meaning of poll-
tics, not the common acceptance of
the word, but its true meaning®

The dictionary says: “Politics. The
sclence or the art of government, or
the administration of national or pub-
lic affairs. Political. Pertaining to
Eovernmant, policy, polity, or polltics,
Politiclan. One versed in the sclence
of government: a person skilled in, or
davoted to, politics” According to
this version, It is not a crime to “talk
politice,” nor does jt make a criminal
of a man because he is a “politiclan.”™

The Imported goods will
take the place of goods made here,
thus depriving the laborer hers from
producing such goods. This “Injures”
the laborer here by depriving him of
work, HEvery dollar's worth of im-
ported goods brodght in and sold hera
deprives the laborer here of just o
many dollar's worth of goods he could
have made. I think every intelligent
person will agree with that, Now, if
you are to “protect™ the laborer here,
and he can produce the ods here,
why not put on a tariff high enough
to prohibit the fmpertation of such
goods? This would “protect” the Am-
erlcan workingman, He would have
no competition with the “pauper labor”
of other countries. This prohibitive
tariff to be placed on stch goods ak
can be made hera in sufficient gquantl-
tity to supply the American demand.
Any ods that cannot be produced
here, let it come In free. This ap-
pears to me to be the only true *“pro-
tective tariff," provided, you &are sin-
cersly trying to “protect the Ameri-
can workingman” Just as =oon as
you put on & tariff so low as to allow
forelgn goods to ¢ome in and compete
with ours, you do not “protect” the
laborer. It injures the workingman to
allow these goods to come in at all,
@t any price. Horace Greeley once

sald: “The wuay to resums Is to re-
sume"” The way to “protect” Ig to
“protect.” This tariff is to be a "law.”

Snould It not have as much “reason"
in it as any other law? 1Is It not rea-
sonable that if you are to protect the
workingman, that he should be gpro-
tected In A& reasonable way? If there
be ‘mo cat under the meal”™ he can-
not be protected In any other way, It
it be unreasonable, then it musi he
unlawful. Can any one give any bet-
ter method of protection? 1f so let us
have it. 1 am a protectionist,
