As the July meetine would fall on
July 5th, it was voted to. hold the next
regular meeting on Tuesday, the 6th
of July, to give the members an op-
portunity to participate in the first
day of the big celebration in Norwich
and pay respects to President Taft"

The customary vote authorizing the
clerk to make payment to
thfr members of the police force was
passed.
