The pumber of dbushels of corn, for
fnstanges, was 45,713 less last month
than in May, 1568, but the wvalue of
the exporta was $12.849 mere. Meat
and dairy products show a falling off, |
+Cattle on the hoof, hogs and sheep
wera fewar In number. Flour and
wheat fell away greatly, as did the
oll exports. In cofton, however, there
was a notable Increase, the value ris-
ing from $15,743,081 in May 1008, to
$24,956,620 in May of this year, The
exports of foodstuffs, cotton and min-
eral olls show & galn in total of $3,-
€25,000,

Exports and Imports while they in-
dicate the public pulse to a degree,
do not reflest the conditlens of the
general business of the country. THs
country can prosper with the balance
of forelgn trade agauinst ft.

DEPORTATION OF CRIMINALS.
