MORE OF THE CONFESSION.

Actual Description of How the Crime
Was Gommitted,

New York, June 22.—More of Chung
Rin's confession became Yknown late
tanlght, ﬁl\'lng tha actual description
of how the mufder was committad,

“Elsis Sigel, the girl, was on the
bhed” sald the Chinaman, while hia
heuwrers drew closer in horrified sus-
pense, “and Leon was bending over her.
A handkerchief was sticking out of her
mouth and T saw the bhlood on It. 8he
was fighting with him, but he only
pressed  thie handkerchief harder into
her mouth. Flnally she struggled no
more and lay still and Leon stood up
and Jooked down at her™

Those who heard this recital were al-
mast overcome with the thought that
Chung Sin could have stood by in an
adjoining room withoat ralsing a hand
to prevent it

Ome yersion of the Chinaman's con-
fesalon, It Is sald, he admitted helping
Lgon Ling tig the trunk, although de-
"ying that he alded him in placing the
body In it. He also admitted giving
most of the money which he borrowed
from Galn to Leon Ling to aid the
latter in hie Alght grom New York.

GARBAGE REDUCTION PLANT.

Now Bill Makes It Possible for By-
Products Co. to Ge{ Into East Lyme
Under Good Cenditions.

(Bpecial to The Bulletin.)

Hartford, June 22 —8ome time since
there wak arranged by represantatives
of the Niantic and other shore penple,
the Niantlc Menhaden Fish Oil and
Guano cornpln{l and other Interesis
ooncerned in this subject of the es-
tablishment of a garbage reduction
plant in Hast Lyme and the condust
of the business of the fish mill that
@ bill should be reported by the com-
mittee on public health and safety, at
one’ of whose sessions the arrange-
ment was made, a modification of the
Gadbols bill which would make it pos-
gible for the Menhaden company to
go on with {18 business In Its present
plant, but not to develop or move L0
other parts of East Lyme, O Lyme
or Waterford, and shat out all bage
plants fropa these towns., The Bridge-
port By-Producte company, which has
for some time past been making de-
termined efforts to get into East
Lyme, was ffot represented In this are
r ment or & party te it

When representatives of tie Mtter
concern digcoverad what had been
done there was consternation in théir
camp and they have since been busy.
The result of this activity became
known today when it was Jearned that
Representative Bishop of New Haven,
a membar of the committee, has gone
back of the fact that his committee
was practically a party to the ar-
rengement mentioned and has drafted
a new bill which will make it possi-
ble for the By-Products company to
get into East Lyme under conditions
better for it than any which have pre-
valled Meretofore, even though the law
under which the effort to do this was
made last yvear was drafted by its at-
torney two years ago. .

The new bill provides that whenever
any city shall have declded upon a
method of garbage disposal by reduc-
tion and wishes to establish a garbage
reduction piant in some other town, it
shall notice of this and shall
have the ma ter heard by & commis-
slon to copsist of the health officer
and selectmen of the town inte which
it is desired to go. When this com-
misslon has rendered a decision any
party aggrieved may appeal to the
state board of health, which Is to
have the power to render a decision
on tho matter that will be final. The
garbage which is ecarried to any
such plant must be so tran d in
accordance with all of the laws of the
state regarding sanitation gqnd proper
receptacles and arrangements and the
plant for ite reductlon muost be equip-
ped with the latest and bet models
of machinery for its handling there on
a spnitary basls, In accordance with
the‘orders of the state board of health.

While this bill provides for appeals
from the decision of the primary com-
mission by any party who may be ag-
grieved, and this includes cottagera or
anyone else, such a bill i=s highly ob-
jectionable to the shore peaple In
those towns, as well as the people
of Niantic and other rtg of the town
of East Lyme, who ve been trying
&0 hard to keep this garbage plant
out of thelr town and to keep the fish
mill now there, which was such a nujs-
ance last summer, within bounds such
thatv.s operition will not Interfere
with the summer trade and the de-
velopment of the resorts alonm that
part of the Sound shore.

The fight over this matter
to be & sharp one, and it is 1hkely that
the Niantic Menhaden Figh Ol and
Guano company will be found ranged
alongslde the East Lyme people .and
the cottagers Iin favor of keeplng the
garbage plant out under the bill which
fts representatives agreed to hefore the
committee and on the baszig that the
chunees of this bill's finatlly passing
are much better than those of the
bill prepared by Mr. Bishop so plainly
in the Interest of the Bridgeport cone-
Cern.

But In the
bill there is & provision “that merchants
must In no case have their shops n
or thelr employea at work later than
10 o’clock any evaning unless the latter
work in shifts, In such cases thé 10
o'clock Ilmlit Is not opbkrative.

The bill also removes the 10 o'clock
Iimit for the week before Christmas.
This phase of the bill was strongly op-
posed by the Consumers’ league.
