The death of Prof. John 8. Krauss
occurred at his home in Lisbon Wed-
nesday morning after an iliness of
over a yoar. FProfessor Hrausa had
not heen well for the past fifteen
weeks and he peacefully away
at about eleven o'clock.

Johin Bilewnld Krauss was born in
"the little town of Spanich, in the
provinoe of Bavarla, Germany, 39
vears ago the.eighth of last December.
He wag the nldest son of George Sel-
dal and came of a family of talented
musicisns. .His father and uncles
were all well kmown for thair ability
In this art. After studylng in the
school of mugic, John determinad to
try hie fortune In America, and at the
age of sixtesn cromsed thea Atlantie
and took up his resifiepce with his
uncle, John Krauss, yn. N.
Y. Bince that time he has followad a
musical jife with ing euccess,
acting in the several places lie haa
mades his home as Instructor in sing-
ing and on the violin and oftam on the
plann. He himself was of ummsual ar-
tistic wbility and In many pupils proof
of his careful, thorough instruction is
to be found.

After living In Brooklyn for a short
time Mr. Krauss lived for two yvears
In Clinton, Mass., then for five vears

Providence, after which he returned
to Clinten for a period of three years,
Leaving Clinton, Mg Krauss made his
home at Mattawan, N. Y, and for two
years was leader of the orchestra at
the state hospital in that plaoe or
five vears Mr. Krauss has made his
haome in Norwich and vicinity and for
three years has made his home in
Lisbon.

Since living in this place Professor
Krauss has been the leader of the
Macnnerchor and Froehlichkeit sing-
Ing socisties and under hiz painstaking
instruction both these societles have
attained a high degree of perfection.
