MUTINEER CHIEF KILLED.

Pursuit of Rebels in Philippines Is Be-

ing , Pressed by Lieut. Noble.
' i

Manila, June 23. According to
news receivd In this . city today.
Lieutenant Noble, with a company of
the Twenty-thir- d constabulary, struck
part of the Davao mutineers on the
18th, and killed Sergt Academia,
leader of the mutiny. In the ensuing
fight. Sergt. Hewson, of the Ameri-
can forces, who killed the ' mutineer
chief, was wounded during the skir-
mish. The pursuit of the mutineers,
who have divided into two bands, con-
tinues and five of the rebels have been
captured at various points, leaving
sixteen, two of whom axe wounded, to
be accounted for.

On the first retirement of the mu-
tineers from Davao, . where they re-
volted against their officers several
weeks ago, they killed a Japanese
whose death was not reported at the
time the news of the mutiny became
known. -

ITALIANS TO SOUTH AMERICA.

Far Better Field for Settlement Than
. the lAiited States.

Rome, June 23. During the dis-
cussion of the foreign office estimates
in the chamber of deputies yesterday,
Signor Ferri advocated the encour-
agement of .emigration to South
America.: He recounted his personal
observations on his recent visit to
Argentina and Brazil and explained
the condition of the .Italian emi-
grants in those countries.

- They And there, he said, a Latin
civilization, not Anglo-Saxo- n, as in
the t.'nited States. The Spanish and
Portuguese languages were easy for
them to learn, they rapidly became
acclimated, and .they in
the development of those countries
oh a footing of perfect equality with
the native inhabitants. "

Signor Ferri proposed that the
number of Italian consuls' in Argen-
tina aid Brazil be increased and that
emigration to those countries, which
Is mutually advantageous, be encour-
aged in every possible way. He in-

sisted that South America was to be
preferred to the United States and
that. Italy should strengthen her
friendly relations 1n thai direction. -
