Mr. Young was born in Danlelson,
where he learned the trade of roiler
coverer in » mill in that place, He
came to Westerly about twenty vears

o and was first employed at his
a,ﬂe in the White Rock mills, He
then engaged In the llvery buriness,

which he continued up to the time of
his death,

He began business In Cogzswell
mtreet under the firm name of Young
& Balley, After this firm was dis-
solved Mr. Young had a livery busi-
pess In the Moss stables that were
Jocated near the site of the pressnt
public llbrary and memorial building.
He then conducted the business In the
rear of the Windsor house and from
there moved hils business to the Chee-
ter siables in Rallroad avenue, where
he has been located for several years,
It was in this place of business where
he recelved the Injury that terminated
in hils death.

Mpr, Young was twice married and
his daughter resides with her grand-
mother in  Danlelson. Mr. Young's
home was at 102 High street; hizs wife
survives him.
