THE AVERAGE RAINFALL.

A Tecent report of the rainfall of
ths sarth shows that Norwich recsaives
& little more than her share, but she
has not bean petting it of late for the
earth which was glightly dampened by
Monduy's shower, s still too dry for
thrifty osops. The average rainfall
for tha world is 3§ inches, and Nor-
wich gets about 40 inches monually.
The varistion in rainfall is 2 inshes
at Port Sald to 610 inches st Cher-
raponges, m pouthwestern Assam—
the welbest place In the world, and
whare, In 181, the rainfall was 8§08
inches. Feor the Tinited States, the
lowest figure i given from Yumas,
Avlgona, 3.1 Inches, but Flagstaff, in
the same territory, s 23 inches. The
bigheat figure Is from Mlobile, Ala-
hama, 62 inchea, and the next highest
figare s from  Jupiter, Fla, 60.2
fnches. At no other points in the
eountry, apparently, does the average
rainfall senount to & feot a year, al-
thoogh the avarage for New Orleans
fa 0Y.4 Inches. Nevada appears to be
the driest state as 2 whals, Winne-
mueca, the only place given, having
an average of only 8.4 inches. Texas
is strilingly unoeven, ag would be ex-
pected, with 47.1 at Galveston, and
only 9.8 at El Paso. New Haven, in
Connecticut, in the wettast point given
in New England, its average annusal
precipitation belng 47.2 Inches Biock
Jeland, In Rhode Inland, has 44.4, and
Boaton comas next with 4234 inches,
to be clomely followed by Eastport,
Me, with 2.8, and Portland with 42.5.
The figures for New Hampshire are
from Concord, where the average pre-
Inches. Vermont
evidently suffers somewhnt from ldck
ofr neacoast, her average at Northfleld
being 335, and st Burlington, 18
inches.

From the condition of the country
it was not to be expected that a great
showing ‘could be made for the rall-
roads in 1908, but the 1008 adition of
Poor's Manual shows that rallroad
extenalon still %eeps up. The total
miledgy of steam railroads In the
Unitsd States on Darember 31, 1908,
Was 232,046, as compared with 288,126
mliles on December 31 the previous
year, an increase of 3,018 miles. Tolal
ltabilities amounted to 318475855558,
comparad with $15649.280,550, an in-
creasa of $826.544,300. Groas earnings
of the roads reported earnings for 1908,
embracing 228,286 miles, amounted to
$£2,407,010 810, This compares with
gross sarnings In 1907 on 325,227 miles
of §2.602,957,503. Passenger revenue
fn 1908 was §510,609,06%, compared
with 3511576817 In 1507, freight rev-
enue In 1908 was 3580,323,087, a8 com-
pared with $645.447.465 in 10067.
