S8LUGGISH MARKET,

Day Closed With Prices at the Lowest
and Descending.

New York, July* 8.—The lethargy of
the speculation was strikingly demon-
sirated by the slugglsh response today
to the highly Important government
report of July first condition of the
cereal cropa. Evidently thas was part-
ly due to the plain-prediction of the
fuvorable character of the report which
came for several days from official
state reports and from trustworthy
private estimates. This gave oppor-
tunity for the spedulation to anticipate
the government report. From the ac-
tion both of the stock and cereal mar-
kets after the appearance of the re-
port it appeared that this preliminary
action hoad been overdone and the
realizing movement forced prices In a
direction contrary to the signification
of the crop figures as a consequence.
Thus it happened that prices of stocks
declined and of grains advanced on a
prediction that promises a cereal crop
exceeding In vialue any ever before
prooducded in the country. The prom-
ised yleld of corn ralsing to 3,161,174,-
000 bushels reaches above the three
billion bushels mark for the first time
in the country's history. This gives
assurance of an enormous tonnage to
be moved by the raflroads and, in that
way, Is of primary importance to hold-
ers of rallroad securitles. The oats
crop also, with an indicated,yield of
062,932,000 bushels, comes to within
two milllon bushels of the ecountry's
largast recorded grop. The condition
of wheat, while profmising a crop con-
siderably below the bumper crop,
shows the winter wheat so far im-
proved as to have made up In large
part the earller deficlency and to have
brought the conditions well above the
ten year average. The indieated. total
wheat crop of 868,600,000 bushels, esti-
mated on the basis of the high prices
reported today for cash wheat of the
new harvest, promises so profitable a
return to the country's agricultural in.
terest as to afford a substantial guar-
antes for the country's future pros-
perity, founded aa that is on the wel-
fare of the farming elasses as a start-
ing point, Today's good newg proved
inadequate to incite such a demand
and this fact gave rise to some anxiety
on the part of holders who had bought
stocks with the Intention of reselling
st & profit when the promise of favor-
able developments wasg realized. Rea-
sons for the slugeisls demand were not
clear. One deterrent influence was the
amount of attention given to the direes-
tion tnken by governmont measures
agninst the “holding companies.” This
i# & financial device upon which much
of the efficacy of great corporations s
dependent., ‘The fact that at Wash-
ington, the senales wiped out of the
tariff bill the exemption accorded to
holding companies fram the corpara-
tions' enrnings tax, while at Louisville
the attorney general in the cabinet was
formulating a proposed measure whicn
wonld, fn his own language, go far
toward their destruction, was taken
rather oMminously by financial observ-
ers, Prlees closed the day at the low-
est and on a descending scale, Bondas
were (rregular,  Totsl sales, par viine,
$6,620.000s  TUniled Statss bonds were
unchanged on call.
