The leading pitchers of the American
league are pretty well distributed
among the clubs, only Chicago and
Washington falling' to get ia place
among the first dosen. In the National
league the first division teams have
captured all the leading honors. Pitts
burg having no-les- s than five among
tne nrst dozen, while Chicago taxes
three places. New York and Cincin-
nati two each.

Krause of the Athletics takes prece-
dence over all the twirlera with an un-
broken string of ten victories. Cicotte
of Boston lands in second place, with
Mullin of Detroit and Jos of Cleveland
following.' Arellane gives Boston an-
other representative, standing tenth in
the list, tied with C.y Young of Cleve-
land.

FINANCIAL AND

NARROW MARKET.

Speculator Maintained Waiting Att-

itudeSlight Increase in Outside Or-

ders.

New York, July 12. The specula-
tion in stocks maintained a waiting
attitude today, but in more confident
mood than was evident last week aft-
er the disappointing response ot the
favorable crop report. The profes-
sional element had the narrow market
largely to themselves. The argument
which prompted their course might be
formulated in this-way- . Stocks failed
to advance on last week's good news
by reason of the extent to which pre-
vious buying had anticipated it and
the desire of holders to realize on their
profits. The slight reaction thus caus-
ed had demonstrated on the other
hand that realizing sales were not be-

ing pushed at the expense of values,
the volume of the market having de-
creased to trivial proportions as prices
fell back. The professionals, there-
fore, had no inclination to sell stocks
short. Some, of the demand which
hardened prices today came from un-
covered shorts put out last week. Com-
mission houses reported a slight but
appreciable increase in 'buying orders
from outside sources. The extremely
cautious action of the speculation was
well exemplified in the movement of
United States Steel. That stock ad-
vanced' easily and without encounter-
ing serious obstacles to its previous
record level at 69 8. It was obvious
that slight effort would top the pre-
vious record, as the amount of stock
coming out at the top figure was not
conspicuously greater than at other
stages of the advance. A recession of
one-eigh- th in the price seemed to put
a stop to the selling. Yet the stock
hung suspended while the activity
lessened to and no
bid at 70 came forward for execution.
New developments were followed with
ranguld IntnresU More gold was taken
ror Argentina, but the material de-
cline in the sterling exchange rate
lessened a probability of a further out-
go. Money continued easy here, like-
wise. Chicago exchange still ruled at
a discount and opera-
tions made some requirements on the
local banks. The fact that gold, nev-
ertheless, continued to go out. is taken
to imply a degree of currency Infla-
tion. However, domestic exports for
June showed the continued effect of
the shrunken wheat and flour move-
ment, 686.063 bushels of the former
having gone out compared with 4,828.-61- 5

bushels last year, while the flour
outgo of 455,738 barrels compared with
939,402 barrels in June last year. Cop-
per was marked down at the New York
metal exchange today. In London a
bear covering movement was given
responsibility for a rise in copper se-
curities. 'The metal also rose in Lon-
don. Rumors of a Union Pacific-Illino- is

Central deal again benefited the
latter stock, and Reading was the sub-
ject of a characteristic upward move-
ment.
