NARROW MARKET HOLDS.

Professional Element . Discouraged-Temp- ted

to Abandon Operations.
New York, ' July 13. The narrow

Hmlts of the current stock market were
marked distinctly again today with the
effect of so discouraging--, the profes-
sional element that they seemed
tempted to abandon their operations.The stagnant conditions of the later
market were the consequence. The net
result broadly speaking, was to undo
the movement of Monday. Much im-

portance attached to the movement in
United States Steel, and. it was con-
sidered a good omen when it sold at
the opening at 70, after Its many coy
approaches and retreats in the neigh-
borhood of that figure yesterday. Rea-
sons for the caution with w'hich the
market managers of J-h-e stock ap-
proached that price were disclosed by
the developments which followed. No
appreciable amount of stock was mar-
keted at 70, the first --four thousand
shares sold aimultaneously being quot-
ed together at 69 S- -4 to 70. After the
opening a single hundred shares sold
at 70; InTmediaJtrly below tha figure
there was a very active market for a
time, with buying and selling orders
quite equally balanced, but the selling
became the more urgent and the price
ran off.-- Professional tra-ler- s hold a
theory that when a stock" has success-
fully passed! a previous high level It Is
likely to go higher.
