BOUNDARY LINE WHEN
TOWN WAS DIVIDED.

East Society of MNorwich Jeoined te
Preston. About 1786—Neow in Ner-
wich Again.

There have been many who have
sought to find the boundary line of
Norwich after the East society waa
added to Preston about 178§, No ona
had been able to do It, or had com»
across no record of it, although it was
said to be [n the colonial records in
Hartford. A Norwich man, interested
in the matter, while in Hartford Tues-
day, went to the office of the secretary
of state, and gelting the records of
the time In qaestion locatad the boun-
dary mafter a short search, although
the imdex failed to give any refersnce
to the sectlon.

In the records of the state of Con-
necticut, volume three, 1783-1787, page
36, I= found this record: VUpon the
memorial of Jedediah Palmer of Nor-
wich and other inhabitants of the East
gociety In Norwich, in New London
county, showing to this assembly that
they are so sltuated that it would
greatly accommodate them to be an-
nexed to the town of Preston. Pray-
ing that they may be annexed to the
town of Preston s per memorial on
file: Resolved by assembly that
the said East society in Norwich be
and the sald s hereby annexed to the
town of Preston, which s bounded as
follows, viz.: Boeginning at the north-
east corner of the town of Norwich
and the northwest cornar of the town
of Preston, thence westirly in Norwich
line to Quinebang river, thence down
sald river in the middle waters there-
of, te Shetucket river, thence down
sald river and the river Thames in
the middle waters of sald rivers ontil
it comes to Groton town line, then
easterly bounding on the town of Grof-
on, to the southwest corner of sald
Preston and bounding on sald Preston
to the bounds first mentioned, and the
lands aforesaid and the inhabltants
dwelling thereon shall be and belong
to sald town of Preston and have and
enjoy all the privileges as the other
inhabitants of the town of Preston.

Reference was made recently to the
old northeast corner bound of Norwich,
now in the town of Griswold, and It
has been Suggested that it should be
marked to giwe It distinctlon and per-
manence.

It is Interesting to mnote that this
same sectlon of Norwich which waa
added.to Preston*hus since heen taken
back and is now part of Norwich,
