FINANCIAL AND

CONFUSION CONFOUNDED.

Whole. 'rVlarket Runs Into Trivial and
. Unmeaning Fluctuation.

New York, July 14. Operators in
lBtocks were co'nflrmed in their inclina
tion to refrain from dealing today ow-

ing to the inconsequential and inde
cisive movement of the market for
several days past. This characteristic
became even more pronounced today.
The recent action has stopped at a
reversal of the previous day's move
ment. Today the confusion was con
founded by the mixing of upward and
downward movements in the same day,
the whole market running out into
trivial and - unmeaning fluctuations
without consistency. Influences tow-
ards halting the speculative movement
wre found in the news from the crop
regions. Basic confidence in the profit-
able outcome of the harvests underlies
the determination with which stock
are held by present owners. Such In-

cidents as today's panic amongst the
bears in wheat are sufficient, however,
to deter speculatoas from committing

unduly with a period to
iace during which crop scares are not
an Impossibility and which all the in-

genuity and resources for exaggeration
of a bear party in stocks would have
to be counted on to magnify. The goodnews from the corn crop may have had
an influence on the sharp rise in the
St. Louis ; and San Francisco stocks.
These were getting a belated benefit
also from the placing of the company'
bonds with a French syndicate. ' Wa
bash preferred was conspicuously
strons: aeain. but all the news con
cerning "the stock consisted in myste- -
riuuis auumuns iu lavoraDie Develop-
ments which remained vaguely de-
fined. Steel trade advices were highly
favorable and an attempt was made
to use the sudden departure of J. P.
Morgan from England for New York
as a presage of favocable developments
at the coming quarterly meeting of the
United . States Steel directors, to be
held on the last Tuesday of the month.
Copper' news was less satisfactory,
prices of the metal being reduced againat the New York metal exchange, and
an early fall in London being followed
by a recovery, without, however, rally-
ing the copper industrials in the Lon-
don stock market. A commentary on
the character of the market was found
in the varying action of Virginia-Caroli- na

Chemical, which receded again fol-

lowing yesterday's resumption of divi-
dends after a six year interval, and
Atchison, which held firm, although the
directors took no action on the divi-
dend, as speculative rumor had stated
they might. The banks are making
payments to the on ac-
count of fhe recall of government ac
counts which mature tomorrow, the
burden of these payments, which
amount to $9,000,000 for tomorrow, evi
dently falling almost wholly on the
New York banks. The effect was seen
in a further advance in the New York
exchange at Chicago to 25 cents pre-
mium per 81,000 compared with 10
cents discount ruling last week. The
feature of the money market was the
active demand for over the year ma-
turities. ix .months' loans beinff done
at 3 8 per ce"ht. Bonds were irregu
lar. Total sales, par value, 33,664,000.
United States bonds were unchanged
on call.
