MYSTERIOUS BUGGY

Being Sought For in Connaction with
Break at Ashaway Bank.

Potter Hill, R. I, July 15.—A sig-
nificant fact in ¢onnection with the at-
tempted robbery of the First Hopkin-
ton Natlonal bank at Ashaway, Mon-
