estrian feats ever accomplished. It
is the first time that bona fide

walk has been made across the Amer-

lean continent, Weston laying #0 much
stress on this fact that he walked
over railroad bridges 'u the far west
instead of resorting to the ferries, and
declared that after arriving at Oak-
land hgwould walk an additional five
miles to equal the distance across the
bay Into San Francisgo, az he [ound
it necessury there to resort to the
bout to reach his desired haven,

When one stops to conglder the con-
ditions under which this long walk
of 3,975 miles hag bheen accompilshed
no one can fall to admit that it has
been the most remarkable event of
this character ever nttempted. Here
is & man, trained from his early man-
hood, it is sure, to the [atigues and
strenuous exertions of long-~ontin-
ued walking on the ordinary rosds of
the Jand, starting out on his seventieth
birthday to accomplieh something
that would tax the physical stamina
of the sturdiest athlete with muscles
hardened for long endurance. [t had
alwayes been Weston's ambition to
make a walk across the American
continent, and the fact that he hes
succeeded in |, his seventy-first year
is a fitting culmination to the long
career of pedestrinn triumphs  with
which the name of Weston Is Indelibly
associnted.

Practically all of Weston's walk
from Greeley to Oakiand was doneon
the railroad tracks of the Southern
Pacific railroad. In Wyoming his
troubles multiplled to such an extont
that had it not been for the timely
aid rendered by the officiuls of the
Southern Pacific raflroad {p sending
along from Ogden an assistant on a
rallroad track wveloclpede, carryving
milk, egg= and other nourishing foods,
it is doubtful If Weston would have
survived the heat and storms encoun-
tered day after day. Previous to this
ald, Weston had almost despalred of
ever accomplishing the journey.

Towns were far apart, food and
water of good quality were [mpossible
to obtain. and for many days he
walked hours without proper foad
and drink. The heat going through
the desert bevond Salt Lake City was
intense, so that most of his walking
was done at night but even then
the miles were reeled off with os-
treme difficulty. Then came the
arduous snow sheds over the Sierras
in Nevada, and here the assistance of
the rallroad was Indizpensshble. far
otherwise Weston would have found
it a superhuman task.
