STAFFORD SPRINGS

Desirable- - Changes in Judicial System
Assured Poultry Meeting of Unusu- -'

al Interest Excursion. Week.

A resolution amending ' the, charter
of the borough court of Stafford
Springs has passed the house of rep-
resentatives. According to the reso-
lution several desirable changes will
take place in the judicial system of
Stafford .and Willington. The court
will have jurisdiction of ail crimes
and 'misdemeanors committed within
either, of these towns punishable by
a' fine not exceeding $250 or by im-

prisonment in Jail or workhouse not
mote than six months or both. The
wretched fee system which has been
in operation since the organization of
the court is to be abolished and the
court officials will receive stipulated
salaries.. There will be- a duly ap-
pointed prosecuting attorney, to be
named by the judge, who will take
the $lace of the grand Jurors. All
criminal nrocess must be Instituted
by the prosecuting attorney or his
assistant, and no grand juror shall
make complaint of any criminal mat-
ter arising- - within either Stafford or
Willington. No Justice of the peace
shall take '

cognizance of any action
or complaint except in the absence, or
inability, of the judge and deputy
Judge, when a Justice may be cited in
by the prosecuting attorney, and said
Justice may exercise the same powers
as the Judj;e of the borough. court. The
cost to the town will not be any more
than under the present system, the
salaries being- - based on the amount
received In past years. The bill pro-
vides that the judge s"hall receive a
salary of $225: the deputy judge 150:
prosecuting attorney assistant
