HUBERT LATHAMAGAIN
FALLS INTO ENGLISH CHANNEL,

British Aeronaut, Badly Injured, Taken
from Wreck of Hie Machine and Put
to Bed In Hotel Failed Almost in
the Moment of Victory.

Dover, England, July 27. Hubert
Latham's second attempt to fly across
the English channel ended disastrously
today. Almost in the moment of vic-
tory his monoplane fluttered down Into
the sea two miles beyond the Admir-
alty 'pier like a bird with a broken
wing. Thousand of people crowding
the waterfront saw the fall and for
nearly half an hour they were kept in
suspense, not- - knowing whether the
daring aeronaut had met death or had
again been rescued, from the water.

Picked Up by Battleship Pinnace.
A flock of large and Small craft

raced to the scene of the disaster, tind
a pinnace . from the British battleship
Russell picked up the 'unlucky flyer
and put hint aboard a French torpedo
boat destroyer. After a surgeon had
attended to his injuries Latham was
brought ashore and he was taken to
the Lord Warden hotel. His face was
bandaged and bleeding emd his nose
was broken. The machine, badly
wrecked, was hoisted from the boat to
the dock.
Made Greater Speed Than Frenchman.

Latham's flight to the moment of its
sensational finish, in some respects
eclipsed Bleriot's. He made greater
speed, being only twenty minutes in the
air from the time he left the coast of
France. Apparently he steered a
straighter . course than Bleriot, as
was making directly for Dover when
he fell. - . ,

Machine Fell Like Wounded Bird.
The disastrous ending of the flight

furnished a dramatic scene. Thousands
of people had gathered here, many of
them carrying telescopes, marine and
field glasses and Cameras. Soon two
French torpedo boats, which preceded
the aeroplane, were seen approachingat a furious pace, thick clouds of smoke
puffing from their funnels .

Fourteen minutes after C an airship
was discerned heading straight for the
center of the town. The rapidity of its
flight was evidenced by the quickness
with which it grew larger and assumed
birdlike outlines. Suddenly it began to
slacken speed, at the same time gliding
toward the Surface of the ocean. .It
fluttered a few times and fell like a
wounded eagle.-

The aeroplane dropped with a lateral
incline to the sea. There It floated,
although only those with glasses cwild
make out .that it had not sunk. The
excitement while the boats were dart-
ing to the rescue was intense, hut soon
a fleet at all kinds of craft gathered
around the wreck.
Crowds Cheered the Bandaged. Here,

It was nearly 8 o'clock when a tor-
pedo boat came alongside the Prince
of Wales pier to land Latham and his
machine, which was seen to be much
larger than Bleriot's little flier, and
the crowds cheered the bandaged hero
enthusiastically. He was followed to
the hotel by thousands, all trying to"
learn-th- details of the accident.

(Special to The Bulletin.) ,
Hartford, July 27. According to the

measure which passed the senate this
morning Timothy E. Hopkins, Freder-
ick A. Jacobs and George S. Brown,
or their survivors, associates, succes-
sors and assigns, are incorporated as
the Kiliingly Power company with the
power to "purchase, acquire, receive,
hold, possess and enjoy, and to sell.
grant, lease, convey and dispose of
lands, rents, franchises, hereditaments,
mills, manufacturies, water rights and
mill sites, and all kinds of electrical
apparatus used for the purpose of gen-
erating, conducting and distributing
electricity." The company. is author-
ized to sell electricity for light, poweror heat to any company now in oper-
ation in Kiliingly or any ef the ad-

joining towns or to any company
which maj, be hereafter organized to
do business in that territory or for
the purpose of conducting an electric
railway, but is not authorized to Itself
sell or distribute power, light or heat
made from electricity in Kiliingly on
the adjoining towns.

For the purpose of selling its elec-
tricity- to another concern it may use
any highway in Kiliingly or the other
towns for its tranmission lines. Its
capital stock begins at $5,000, but may
be. increased to $100,000. It is to have
not less than three, nor more than nine
directors. One section in the charter
gives the right to issue .bonds or full-pai- d

stock at par value in addition to
the $100,006 capital stock to pay: for
construction ani- equipment of its
plant. The bond Issue must not ex-
ceed 75' per cent, of the outstanding
stock, which must be issued at par and
for cash or its equivalent. Whenever
the company engages in the electrical
business at retail in Kiliingly its char-
ter is null and void.

Oryille Wright Breake the Wortd's

Aeroplane Record for Two Men Beth

in Time and Distance.

' Washington. July 27. The' world's
aeroplane record 'for two men -- was
broken in both time and distance this
evening in a beautiful flight of one
hour, twelve minutes and forty seconds

upwards Of fifty miles and at a
speed1 averaging a brut forty miles an
hour, by Orville Wfisht at Fort Myer,' with Lieut. Frank F. Lahm of the army
signal corps as passenger. The former
record was made last year by his
brother- - Wilbur at Lemans, France,
with Professor PainKIve of the French
institute as passenger. That flight was
one hour; "njne minute and thirty-on- e

seconds. Wilbur waa an eager specta-
tor of today's flight by his brother.
: "You Just scotched your brother's
record without really damaging it
much," remarked man to
Orville after the flight.
Suoeeesful First of Two Crucial Tests.

"That's all we meant to do," replied
Orville with, a smile, which his- big
brother-appreciativel- duplicated. This
success- was all important to vie
Wrights in that it completed the first
of two crucial tests of their machine
imposed upon them by the United
States government, the "en-
durance test," which required them to
remain- - one hour continuously in the
air with one passenger.' Orville did
nearly thirteen minutes ' better than
that, and could have kept on indefinite-
ly three hours and a half, the limit
imposed by the gasoline capacity of the
supply tank.

"Bully for You, Brotherl .
Everybody present today realized

that upon Orville Wright's last
tempt to navigate the air with a pas-
senger that passenger, Lieutenant e,

was killed and he himself was
terribly injured. His devoted sfster,
Miss Katherine Wright, who nursed
him through the period of his recov-
ery from that, disaster, - anxiouslywatched him today from the doorway
of the shed where the aeroplane lis
