C. McGaughey over to the island
and the identification wns made,

A New London undertaker was ask-
ed to send for the body and his as-
sistunt brought it back on the steamer
Hestless,  Permission to, remove the
body from New York staté was glven
by Justice of the Peace A. E. Hine
of Fishers Island. 'The remalns walt
In New London for the famlly to de-
clde on funeral arrangements.,

afforded the only means of ldentifica-
tion. The torso was not decomposed,
having probably been sunk in deep,
cold water which preserved It. The
features wers unrecognizable.
