put upob an equally permanent basis'

Chnnecticut, like Rhode Island and
Massachusetts, will got along with on-
Iy ona supervisor instead of having
one for each congressional district,
and it is probable that the time will
Lome when her burefiu of stutistics
will be looked to as sre the statistical
bureaus of Massachusetis and Rhode
Isiand, as the dependahle agent to ac-
curately conduct this service for the
government.
