Mr. McMahon heard the sheuts and
came over from his cottuge to see what
the matter was, stumbling over the
girl on the pler, who was still In a
faint. While he was thinking he was
in on A4 murder case he heard a splash-
Ing In the water and saw the xoldier
and the other giri, too exbausted sven
to shout. He grabbed them and held
them up untll the other soldier arrived
with a rope, when the two were hdulsd
up to safety. Aboul this time the coas;
guard was coming In and as the sol-
dlers had no buriness to be away from
the fort and didn't want to bhe diseov-
ered by the coust rd, they carried
the feinting glrl along the pier and
aonto the shore, where they left her
while they hid from the guard and iefi
it for the young womeén [0 account as
best they could for the excitement.
