This crop
ought to bring at least fifteen 'cents,
or more, and if not while you have it,
then it will go there when you have
sold all and every bale you could get
your hands on early; you can put that
down now. Tou can have It, if you
will; will you fight for It, or let go at
any old price that may be offered, as
usual?"

The legislature of Georgia following

the example of the legislature of this
state, postponed action upon the pro-
posed constitutional amendment mak-
ing an income tax legal.
