WILL NOT CARRIED OUT.

Son Never Erected Gravestone as
Father Directed.

Quite a complication has arisen over
the settlement of the estate of Tracy
Church, who died in the town of Mont-vil- le

in 1888. Mr. Church left a will
in wheh ho gave the use of his proper-
ty to his son, Amos Church, and made
a provision that gravestones should be
erected and care given to his cemetery
lot. This provision was not heeded and
twenty years later the son died.

The probate court of the district ap-
pointed an administrator de bonis non
and lie secured permisson to sell some
of the property to raise money to carry
out the terms of tho will in regard to
the gravestone. Before th work was
done, however, the widow of Amos
Church brought suit against the estate
for 83,000 for services alleged to have
been performed by her for TracyChurch twenty years before.

The estate, by the way, is not con-
sidered worth 83,000.
