This dacy-
ment s a "Report on Real Estate
Mortgages in the United States at the
Eleventh Census: 1590 You will ob-
serve thig report was made nearly 20
years ago. There han been no censuas
of real estate mortgages taken since
that time and none is t0 be taken next
vear (1910) as I am informed by the
chilrman of the census committes of
the United States senate. So the fig-
ures I quote are about 20 years old.

“In 1ts aggregate amount the mort-
gage debt of the 1'nited States, ex-
cluding the debt of quasi-publie cor-
porations, amounts to $6,010,670,985,

%4, by a portion of which the mort«
gage debt is sacured.” “This meortgage

1RR6 4id It begin to progress again.
“In other words, morigages arg made
magt freely in times of business con-
fdénce and expansion™ By this we
gather the Apparent fact that the in-
ereage of 141 per ecent. was In six
years, If the four years from 1882
ta 188 hod besn prosperpus. we have
no definite means of knowing how
much more the increass would have
been, As there has been no censua
taken on mortgage debt since 1590 we
have no knowledge of the amount of
thiat deht today. whether It Is more or
lesa. By following up the per cent,
of increase from 1980 to 1880, we ean
Ett some idea of what It Is today after
20 yoars of almost uninterrupted pros-
perity.  An attempt wak made In con-
gress Lo ascertaln the mortgage debt
in_the cénsus next vear, but for some
reanon not known. there was tno much
opposition, so that the people are to
be left In Ignorance as to whether the
resg| egiate mortgage debt Is more or
less than in 1890, These Agures will
give those an opportunity to satisfy
their own curiosity az te the possi-
hilities of that debt today if they will
take the trouble to figure it out. If its
progress Is as steady since 1800 as jt
was from 1880 to 'R90 the figures are
liable to syrprige gnme people. A deht
that Increpses thres times faster than
the wealth, Is not a pleasant thing
ta eomtemplate. Tt may be interesting
to know that the number of mortguges
In forve Jan. 1, 1880 in Conneeticut
wig 57008 and the amount of debt
was 376,621,071, Would it not be fin-
teresting to know whether that debd
& larger or smaller today?

When the debt increases hix times
as last as the population i must in-
crease the per caplia dabt for each per.
son. Providing (hig inereage of debt
continnes &t the ruta \of one hundred
and forty per cent, where will it end?
Does this have anything {0 dn with
present condjtlons? Does it tend 1o
crents uneasines ard discontent on all
Bides? The Ignoring of these facta
will not stop its progress. Will same
expert on figures pleass figure out the
amount of the debt, providing ft has
ncreased at the same rate sincs 1880,
Will mot Mr, Tuleott please give the
readera the figures? This may be less
difficylt to solve than the ‘“Problems.”

There must be nomsthing radioally
wrong Iin & government where the
combined forces of business and Iabor
are unable ta prodiace more than ane
third enough wenlth to meest an (n-
creasing debt.
