Peary
that he (Cook) neyar reached the
north pole and drew from him a de-
tailed story of the causes that brought
about dissenslon hetween the two ex-
plorers. ! i

When he departed for the north, Dr,
Cook sald, he left a depot of provisions
at Annootol, north of Heah, in chargs
of Rudoiph Francke and several Eski-
mos,  Francke had Instruotions to go
south aboard & whaler and return lat-
er. This he did, but missed the re-

ness,  He was then taken aboard Pea-
Tv'% ship, the Roosevelt, nnd proceed-
ed north -

Eskimos Believed Cook Was Dead.

“Commander Peary . found my depol
at" Annootol,” Dr. Cook c¢ontinued,
“and the Eskimos in charge toid him
that 1 was dead, which they fully be-
liéved to be true at the time.

“Peary placed two men in charge of
the deopot, Bogtswain Murphy and an-
other. Harry Whitney, the New Ha-
ven imnter, also remamed there. Mur-
phy had orders mot to search for me,
but wams told he could send Eskimos
narthward the following spring from
the rellef depot.

Returned Unéxpaectedly.

“When 1 returned from the pole, un-
expectadly, Harry Whitney was the
first 1o see mo and to tell me what had
occurred. Whitney wias placed in pos-
sexkion of tie facts cerning my
Journdy to the ;pole oh aondition
that he would not Inferm Commander

Peary or his men of them. At the

“When I went.inte the depot thare
was a dispute betwsen myself and
Muorphy, who deliveréd 0 me written
dnstructions he had recejved from Pea-
rv, although he himaelf conld neither
read nor writa, These Instructions
ehowed that he was making a trading
station of my depot, the contenty of
whicly had been used Ip trading for
furs and skins.'

Dr. Cook suld he was Intenssly an-
noved at this alleged wrongful use of
the supplies, and threatened (o kick
Murphy oul, and his companion. Final-
Iy, howaver, he concluded to allow
them to remain’.at the depot as there
was nn further shelter for them in the
vielnity.
