8t .25 o'clock this morning, from the
effects of a surgical operation per-
formed last Wednesday. Tha opers-
tion was the third whicly the governor
had been compelled to undergo within
the last few years,

The last thing Governor Johngon dld
beafore lapsing Into 1reonsclousness,
one and a half hours before his dedth,
was to teke his wife affectionately by
the hand and whisper:

“Well, Nora, T made n good fight,
but I guess I've got to go."

At his bedside when the end came
were Mrs. Johnson, Drs. W. J. and
Charles H. Mayo, Dr. €, F. McNevin,
Frank A. Day, the governor's private
secretary; Fread B, Lynch, democratic
national committeeman, and.the gover-
TOrs’ nurses.

Dr, W, J. Mayo siated that the im-
medlate cause of death was exhaustion
and heart failure.

HIS ADDRESS AT DENVER

To an AU‘L‘G“ of Thousands in the
Auditorium—The President's Argu-
ment—Enthusiastic Welcome,

Denver, Col, Bept 21.—President
Taft arrived In Denver this afternsen
and tonight in the Denver auditorium
faced a«erawd Bf thousands that in its
noisy welcome and continuing enthus-
fasm recalled some of the scenes of
convention work Inst year, President
Taft slected tonight to. take up the
corporation tax possed as a part of
the Pavne tapiff bill and to defend it
s against the propesition to impose
a state income tax which he acknow!-
edged seemed likely to pass the sen-
a:n ;ﬂlen the corporation tax was de-
vised as a compromise. He pt
urged that all the stutes should
the p a4 amendment ta the cen-
stitution to make an Income tax pos-
sible in time of need:

The Best Form ‘of Incoms Tax.

The president tonight declared thst
the corporatian tux was In itself the
best form of Income tax thet covld he
levied and pointed out that it contaim<
‘ed mgny of thé bhest features of the
income tax law of England, In urg-
Ing that the stutes should vote for the
amendment to the constitutlon permit-
ting the levy of n direct income tax
without apportioning the proceeds
among the state, according to thelr
povulation, tha president declared that
it would be. possible so to amend the
eorporation tex as to Include first in
its scope every desired featurs of an
Income tax excepl the levy upon In-
comes derived from actual salary and
professional services.

The president sald he opposed a di-
rect. jncome tax except in caves of
emeargency, and he bellevad it ta be n
prime fault in the foderal constitu-
tlon that no provision ls made for s
direct levy to meet war-time or other
extraordinary expenaes,

Mr. Taft declared that it was the
supreme court decision declaring un-
copstitutionnl the income tax passed
by a democratic congress some years
ago that preventad the leaders in con-
gress during  the session recently
closed from ineluding in the corpora-
tion tax measure a provision for a
levy upgn bonds and bondholders. To
tax bonds would resulf In the redyc-
tlon of the rate of Interest and hence
this resuited In a direct tax upon the
Individual holders of the bonds anéd
came in contact with the decision of
the court that no direct tax could be
‘levied by the national govermment
without the resulting apportionment of
the procesds smong the states
Results of Incame Tax in England.

The - presldent based his argument
| In favor of the corporation tax as
comparcd to the direct income tax, al-
most entirely upon the results of the
Infome tix In England.

He pointed out that the tnx there In
nat m direct levy, such as was recently
deferted in . .the senate only through
a compromise, bot that it Imld the tax
upon the income before It came inte
the hands of the individual. The Eng-
tieh fax In levied fret on the declared
dividends of corporations, sacondly en
rengs before leaving the hands of the
tenanta, and thirdly on the individoal
directly. It waus found in England that
a divect Income tax at 10 per cent. AM4
not produce as much revenus as the
present method of taxation at five per
cent. This he declared [llustrated the
premium  that the direct lax plages
upon perjury and concealment

It Is & question, the president de-
clared, whether salaries and Incomes
from professional work should he tax-
ed ag heavily as tncomes desived feom
investments, or not taxed at sl The
latter, he sald, was the effect of the
corporation tmx.
