Conatantin Brunn Instantly Killed H

Sister, Fridefi M. Brunn, Dengerouel
Weunds Brother. Dr.' A. E. Brunn,
Than Ledges Bullet in Hi Own

, Brain.

A triple tragedy, the most startling
In the recent history f Windham
county, was enacted at South WckhV
stock Juet after 7 o'clock Wednesday
night, when Constantln F. Brunn, 49,
shot and instantly killed his sister,
Frieda Marguerit Brunn, 41, danger-
ously wounded his brother. Dr. A. E.
Brunn, 45, then placing the mtisai of
the smoking revolver to his mouth, aent
a bullet crashing through his own
brain, and fell dead.

The shocking occurrence took placa
at the home of Dr. A. E. Brunn, one of
the most prominent citizens ot Wood-
stock. From the facts that could kv

gathered Wednesday evening, there Is
hardly a do nut that Constanlin's ter-
rible act was due to an unbalanced
mental condition. H waa highly ex-

citable and nervous in personality anj
In the opinion of Dr. Joseph Spalding,
medical examiner for the town of
Woodstock, he was Insane at the Urn
of the shooting.

Constantln lived about a quarter of
a mile from the home of hi brother,
the doctor, whom, it Is said, he has
acted coldly toward for some time. It
appears that Constantln came to the
doctor's home WeJnesday evening,
after he had been sent for to answer
a telephone cail. What occurred after
his arrival Is not fully explained, but It
Is said that he became irritated and
greatly excited on account of his in-

ability to get his party on the 'phone,
and in a, frenzy tried to wrench the
Instrument from Its fastenings. Dur-
ing his excitement he slipped out the
revolver, and an instant eater the sis-
ter was lying dead, with a bullet in her
heart, that has passed In through the
breast bone.
Dr. Brunn was the next victim, and h

went down dangerously wounded, a
ball having passed In at the left side
of the abuomen. severing an Intestine
and lodging In the back.

Constantln then rushed from the
through the hall, and Into the

parlor, and a third and final shot in-

stantly ended his mad career. The
bullet passed through the roof of hi
mouth, severed an artery, and lodged
in the brain.

Mr. Brunn. wife of the doctor, was
also in the house when the tragedy oc-

curred. Hurry calls were ent for sur-
geons. Dr. F. B. Overlook of Pomfret
and Dr. F. A. Morrell ot Putnam wer
quick In responding. Miss Psyche
Webster, superintendent of the Day-Kimb- all

hospital, and another mirs
also came in attenoance. Dr. Over-loc- k

Immediately operated' on Dr.
Brunn and stitched the severe Intei-tin- e,

but was unable to locate the bul-
let.

At midnight the. wounded man was
In a dangerous condition.

The affair ha stunned the resident
of the quiet community. Th Brunn
are one of the most prominent families
in Woodstock. '

The stock spec-
ulation started' at a gallop today, but
the strain of the pace became obvious
at a very early period of the day's
trading. The rush to buy and bid up
prices made an excited opening; which
spread prices of the speculative favor-

WHISTLE STOPS PLAY.

On Point Emphasized in New Foot- -

ball Rules Penalty for Fake Snap-bac- k

by Center.

Among otWr points Walter Camp,
Yale's representative on the football
rules committee, has the following to
sayn Recreation for October concern-
ing the rules as revised last winter:

"Particular attention has been called
to the fact that the referee's whistle
stops the play, that the umpire's horn
falls a foul, and that the penalty may
be refused by the offended side. Hnce
it is evident that the referee should
perform that duty.

"There was some ambiguity. in the
rules last year where they stated that
penalties when the foul waa so near
that the penalty would result in a
touchdown must be reduced so as to
carry the ball only half the distance
between the place where the foul was
committed and the goal line. It was
intended that this should apply to a
safety touchdown as well as a touch-
down, and this has been made more
specific.

"In the rules last year if the center
rush moved the ball as if to snap it
and did not then continue the motion,
the ball was regarded as in play.' It
is said that there were some players
who made the motion with the hand
without moving the ball, with the sole
Intent to draw the opponents into an
illegal charge. This has been provided
for by the rule that any feint made
by the center rush as If to put the ball
in play without then putting the ball in
play shall be penalized by a loss of
five yards."
