Says the Eskimos Belisve Peary Is

Next h‘lthodc.

New York. Sept. 30.—Capt.’ Robert
A. Bartlstt of the Peary Arciic steam-
ship Roosevelt, which arrived here to-
day, was emphatic In taking his chief's
part when visitors plied him with
questions about the Peary-Cook con-
troversy.

*“Peary has nalied the Stars and
Strip#s to the pole, and don't you for-

iIt” he sald. *“The reagon our
expedition was successful was that it
was better equipped than any previ-
ous outfit, and Peary was the man ip
get there.” &

“Wo man in this world.” he contin-

Revered by the Eskimos.

“On our trips of 1946 and 1907, the
Eskimos with Peary thought they
were traveling westward. The com-
mander told them they were going east
but théy didn't believe him at first
Finally, they saw that Peary was tell-
ing the truth. and from that time
forth, they gave him the name pf
‘Peukt’ which means ‘& man higher
than all others and next to the gods.’

“1 know those Eskimos well. But
they wouldn't dream of going out of
sight of land with me.

“They wouldn't budge unless the
commander were there to push them."

SBame one asked Captain Bartiett if
it was possible that Peary had reach-
ed the polé on other expeditions. Such
an ldea, he replied, was absolutely ab-
surd,

“No man would have undergone all
those hardahips” he went on, “if he
had already reéached the pele. Peary
has at last done the trick, and I doubt
if he will ever go back again”

Mr, Taft d.ec!an-d that the country
was ready to make such an experi-
ment and that gomething must be done
to build up an American merchant
marine. His utternnces on this sub-
Jeot Fyere received with great ap-
plause,

One Statement Silently Received.

When the presxident Lurned to Alas-
ka, however, and declared that he was
opposed to granting & territorial form
of government to that far-aff posses-
sion, the statement was received in
slience, Ar the president proceeded,
however, and outlined his pollcy for
the upbuillding of Alnska, of recom-
mending government ald in the con-
struction of rafiroads, of a local gov-
ernment by a commission of five or
more members appointed hy the pres-
ident and co-operating with the gov-
ernor, and when he told of the great
possibilitliea that '+ In . Alnska, he
plainly caught the favor ol his hear-
erd and was loudly cheered,

Hopes to Visit Alaska.

Later in the day, when he was ad-
mitted to membership In the Arctie
brotherhood, an International organ-
Ization made up of Canadians and
Americans interested In the develop-
ment of the president an-
nounced that he intended to visit Alns-
kn next summer and to go as fur into
the territory as tme would permit so
that he might come in contact with
the people and see for himself what
muy best be done for thelr welfare,
When Popular Government Is Best.

The presidemt told the members of
the brotherhood that he did not be-
lieve Alaska is ready for entire self-
government at present.

“I am &8 much In favor of popular
government as anybody,” declared the
president, “but I am in favor of pop-
ular government anly when the con-
ditions cxist under which populsr
government may be a success and
work for the benefit of the people and
the govermment at large. When theré
are limwitations growing out of various
circumstances we must take other
mebns antil popular government be-
comes posgible, and them, of course, it
is the bést government in LI werid™
