In the act of hitting the ball Cobb

drives his body forward off his back
foot by switching his weight from one
foot to the other, so that the upper
part of the body is resting on the front
foot. In this way he concentrates his
whole strength in his swing, using his
arms only to guide the bat. except in
the last decisive chop.' He develops
the propelling power in his body and
uses his arms as the final force of
transmission.
