When found the body was wrapped
in an old night shirt, this article of
apparel belng partiaily buarned.
Around the body, it Is said, was also
a part of the Norwich Bulletin, bear-
ing date of August 12, and the Boston
Transcript, This paper also showed
uim of burning.
