Reassessing Property. !

With relation to the reassessing o
property, Mr. Cordin read the follow-
ing judicial comment by Judge Leser of
Baltimore as belng something nertinent
and ' having a particuldr bearing on the
subject In hand:

“The practice of assessing below the
slund originally grew, no doubt, out
of 8 doslre 1o avold trouble and argu-
ment between assessor and property
cwner, Later whoen the direct sinte
tex levy came [nto vogue under-assess-
ments werce resorted to in order to
creape an equal burden of the state
tex. The practice ls somelimes de-
fehided on the plea that the actual
value fa mot exactly ascerialned;
therefore the assessment {8 marked
down to o lower basls. How absurd to
suppose that the assessow can correctly
two-thirds, but mnot three-
The faoct s he must always
g. through the mental process of esti-
mwating the full value, he lamentable
truth s that the customary under-
fssessment I= used simply as a cloak
for ineMiciéncy and faveritlsm,. When
the legal standard fa habitually disre-
garded, the substituted standard can
be anything that the assessors chose to
make it.. The fiction will be studiously
encourdaged that a ratio of two-thirds
or three-fourths ls the rule, but it be-
comes nereasing diffculty to check up
irequalittes, and still more difficult 1o
securs rellef when the fact Is estab-
ltshed. The assessor can point to the
Taw requiring full valuation and chal-
leige the objfector to prova that the
juw has beem violated in his caze. All
property owners may be under-assess.
ed, though in greotly varying degree;
yet each is luﬁed into silence by the
belief that he has secured an advan-
gy over his fellowns,

Fuil Valuation.

“Full wvaluition furnishes a ready
meuany for exposing the weak spots,
something which the conselentious as-
sessors welcome as much as the gen-
eral taxpayer. It simplifies and raises
the appralsement of property for taxa-
tion to the dignity of a scionce. As-
scr My rs are required to be expert in
judging values rather than in guessing
aut them. The assessment function s
raised to greater dignity as the Impor-
tence of ‘a businesslike administration
Is brought home directly to the tax-
payers, Full valuntion of realty is re-
sponsible for another reform—the sep-
arnte valuation of land and improve-
mente. Without such separation com-
parigon ls extramely difficult, especial-
Iy whers Improvements uare of dissimi-
lar choracter. The lumping of ot and
| building .is the refuge of Incompetemt
atrtasons and the cover for honest mis-
takes wiltich would at once hecome ap-
pirept If the asspssment were resolved
