Over 100 poor famillea In Chicago
raised vegetables on small plots of
ground in a 20-acre tract om the west
side this year as a result of the afforts
of the city sardens sssoclation. The
success of this organization during ite
first season In halping nsedy persons
to heip Lhemselves has led to arrange-
ments for malntalning additional tracts
for gardens next Year.

The work In Chicago la similar te
the vacant-jot gardening In many oih-
er c¢ltles, Promoters of this kind of
self-help for city dwellers Tield a con-
vention in Buffalo, N. Y., recantly and
organized a national city-lot and
school garedening association. En-
pouraging reports were made to the
eonvention by representatives of va-
rious cities.

¥From Philadelphin, where the tilling
of vacant lots has been carried on ex-
tensively for twelve years, It was re-
ported that directors of the gardening
assocciation had Inspired similar work
In clties of +France and England. A
reprasentative of the national depart-
ment of agriculture sald that good
use of seeds provided by congress was
made in city-lot gardening in Wanh-
ington. The overseer of the poor in
Buffalo, where gardens are provided
by the - municipalily, reported that
through them many worthy persons
received ald under clrocumstances fos-
taring s:if-respcet.
