Charge tf Ni'tro Glycerine 'Took Door
Off Hinge Exchange of Nin Shots
Between Constable Reeves and the
Men Nothing Secured from Safe
Entrance Gained Through Window.

' Tht Taftvllle postoffice was again
visited by burglars this morning, when
shortly before 2 o'clock the big safe
was blown ojen ty a charge of nKro
glycerine, damaging the front door of
the safe, but the Interior was not
reached. Nothing was secured, and
there was nothing to get. This is the
third time-th- at the safe has been
blown, and but on one occasion did the
visitors get any loot, when-abou- t $800
was secured. -

The same plan as before was car-
ried out by the burglars, and whether
there were two or four is not known,
but it Is known there were two, and
they were armed and ready for gun-
play, as they fired four shots at Con-

stable Reeves, who fired five Bhots at
them, but none as far as known took
effect

It was at about 2.05 o'clock as the
constable was passing his own house,
near the postoffice, , tha he heard the
explosion. There, being no lights. Jt
was dark in the villaye at that time,
but he hustled around to the corner
and saw one man standing near the
flagpole and another near the building.
He fired towards the flagpole and got
a fusilade of shots in return. It is
thonght there were others. Pestmas-te- r

found nothing missing, but the in-

terior ot the place is a wreck.
.Entrance was gained by prying up

the south window, and after getting in
the men soared the cracks and placed
wet blankets about the safe door be-f- or

touching it off. They made a good
Job of getting the door off. as it laid
on the floor when found, but the inner
door was not disturbed. They evldent-I- v

:ntended t come bad and tackle
that if no one heard the explosion, but
in that tae burglars were disappointed.
The safe i supposed to be burglar
proof.'. . .

Postmaster Graham - telephoned to
the police here. In Willimantic and
othesr placesi for the purpose of head-

ing the ment off. if possible, but no
erace of them had been gained at press
time. As far as known, ho suspicions
characters had been seen about there.

Postmaster- Graham also notified
ChieT Inspector' Letherman of the post-offi-ce

at Boston directly after getting
to the office and authorith.-- at Baltic.
Occum. Versailles, Jewett City and
other nearbv place were asked to be
on the lookout for the men.

Constable Reeves says the shots
came uncomfortably close in his neigh-
borhood, but he was not hit.

He pointed out that sin
has the quality of propagating itself,
that it always hurts other besides the
sinner, and that it is a hypocrite at
last, always betraying the sinner. Sin
also is always punished. Sin when it
has finished brings forth death, but
Jesus offers eternal life to the sin-
ner. He tasted death for man and
there is absolutely o forgiveness and
no way for any man to live outside of
Christ. Today he forgives and invites
man to come home to God, the Fa-
ther. -

In the short time following the ser-
mon, during which Dr. Stough extend-
ed the invitation to profess Christ
Mr. Herring sang the hymn, Softly and
Tenderly, in fine voice.

All available room was taken Sun-
day evening at the Central Baptist
church for the union evangelistic
service where Dr. Stough was to be
the preacher, the people beginning to
arrive long before the hour of open,
ing until the crowd filled all the seats
in the auditorium both on the main,
floor and in the gallery and in the
prayer meeting --room, which was
thrown open. A number also stood
throughout the service, and some sat
on the edge 'of the platform to make
more room.

After Dr. Stough had read requests
for prayer from a dozen individuals
who were concerned about the salva-too- n

of particular friends. Dr. S. H.
Howe offered prayer.
The text, from Revelation Hi, 20, fur-

nished the inspiration of an affecting
appeal by Dr. Stough, which held the
undivided attention of his congrega-
tion as he pleaded for men to let the
Lord into their hearts. The words of
the text were: "Behold. I stand at the
door and knock: if any man hear my
voice and open the door, I will come
in to him, and will up with him, and
he with me."

It is an overpowering and awe In-

spiring thought that the king of heav-
en should desire an entrance to this
poor sin stained heart, and you . in
your blindness have never heard, al-

though he has knoked these many
years. One word of the text, just the
little word "if," makes the great di-

vide for every member of this con-

gregation, and the whole question of
Christianity can be reduced to the
simple statement of the text All doc-
trines are summed up In the thought
of the text that the Lord of glory
wants to come to the heart of every
needy sinner and there, dwell with'
him. The Lord coming into the heart
bf the sinner is just salvation, and
when he comes he gives the power to
live a holy, pure and 'sweet life. It
