BSireets should be
given the same consideration, but
never have been. Streets well taken
care of will give twice the length of
soervice. I am planning to make some
changes in the streei cleaning depart-
ment which will benefit the streetv. 1
don't know when we will get it in op-
eration, but I hope to improve the
street cleaning service.”

This is a very practical presentation
of the case—an accepiable lesson in
economics, Mayor Logan only ventnros
to hope he may accomplish something,
for he realizes that the way of re-
form in any direction or for any rea.

nlstance.
