CRIMINAL SUPERIOR COURT
ADJOURNED WITHOUT DATE.

Judge Reed Gives Decision Overruling
Demurrer in Case of State vs Addie
Burns.

There was the concluding "session of
the crimiral superior court for the
September term here on Friday, and at
the conclusion the court was adjourn-
ed without date.

The only matter to come up was that
of the state vs. Addle Burns, in which
the defense asked for a new trial, to
which the State attorney entered a de-
murrer. Arguments on that demurrer
had previously been made, and Friday
Judge Reed overruled the demurrer,
which means that the original motion
for a new trial will now be heard. This
will require some testimony regarding
the action of one of the jurors in the
matter and on .which the motion Is
based, but it will not come up until the
January term. Addie Burns is in etate
prison, where she will continue to re-
main. -

Judge Reed in his decision consid-
ered that the motion should be tried
out beyond a demurrer as there are al-

legations which should be inquired in-
to. He says:

"The petition should ba tried upon
the facts alleged, when all the circum-
stances can be inquired, into and it
seems that no further pleadings are
necessary for this purpose. The at-
tempt to try Jn on the demurrer ha
led counsel on both sides into the con-
sideration of matters of fact not prop-
erly pertaining to the demurrer. For
these reasons )ho demurrer is over-
ruled." ,
