Headquarter.! Will Be at 18 Water
Street 200 Families to Be Served.

City Missionary Rev. C. A. Northrop
states that the Aacant store at No. 16

Water street has been kindly placed at
the disposal of the City Mission, with-
out charge, for the reception and dis-

tribution of the Thanksgiving gifts of
the school children.

On Monday barrels will be sent to
the schools to receive the children's
gifts. On Tuesday and Wednesday
these gifts will be gathered up by cer-
tain expressmen and others who have
served in this capacity for many years
past and are familiar with the work.

All day Tuesday there will be a busy
company of workers at 16 Water street
assorting the fruits and vegetables and
other things received from the schools
and putting up into suitable packages
the tea and coffee and sugar which will
go to help make up the dinner.

On Wednesday morning the meat
(beef and pork) will arrive, all cut into
pieces and well wrapped, and the bas-
kets will be made up for distribution
among the people who are to be re-

membered.
The mission cannot and does not

undertake to furnish a Thanksgiving
dinner to all in the town and city who
may be willing to receive it Its spe-
cially contributed funds will not allow
of such wide beneficence. It provides,
according to its ability, for certain
families within its knowledge whom it
has reason to believe with otherwise foe

without such Thanksgiving cheer. Its
customary receipts from schools and
individuals limit its beneficence to
about 200 families.

Nearly one-ha- lf of those who will
receive a basket will come for their
own dinner on Wednesday from 10 a.
m. to 2 p. m. and on invitation from
the mission. The others who are un-
able to come or send will have their
baskets delivered at their homes. This
has been done in former years by the
expressmen at the expense of the mis-
sion. If friends wish to save the mis-
sion the money spent In this particular
distribution and will place at the mis-
sion's disposal on Wednesday morning
for an hour or two three or four auto-
mobiles with chauffeurs, or equivalents,
as a free will offering for rapid deliv-
ery and blessedness of giving, the mis
sion will be thankful and can thus get
along with smaller cash contributions.

TRUEST THANKSGIVING,

Theme ef Sermon Preached by Rev.
Dr. Kaufman at Methodist Chureh.

Sunday morning at Trinity Metho-
dist Episcopal church, Rev. Dr. Kauf-
man took as his text Ephesians v:20,
"Give thanks always for all things
unto God and the Father in the name
of our Rord Jesus Christ." His theme'was Thanks-Livin- g the Truest
Thanksgiving, and he said:

The sweetest richest music that
swells and sweeps through God's word
and God's world is the music of thank-
fulness, Bible writers summon us
much more frequently to praise than
to prayer. "Make a Joyful noise un-
to the Lord, all ye lands." "Praise ye
the Lord; for it Is good to sing prais-
es unto our God; for it is pleasant and
praise is comely." Praise and thank-
fulness will be the very atmosphereof heaven. . How becoming is the
thankful spirit in a child of God! It
is a charming quality. It Is a win-
some grace. Not 'to be thankful is
most unfilial. It is unseemly and

Gratitude Is found at ita best
in the Christian heart. Thankful and
thoughtful come from the same Anglo-Saxo- n

root. Hence to be thankful is
to be thoughtful, to think deeplv con-

cerning Him who is the full fountain
of all our blessings.

Our first care should be to culti-
vate the inner spirit of thankfulness,
until it becomes a living, mighty, mov-
ing impulse.

Second, it is well to see that our
thankfulness has fitting expression in
words. The voice of hymn and social
song is pleasing because It gives grat-
ifying utterance to the heart a Jubi-
lant thanks.. When souls are filled with
a thankful spirit they love to sound
forth the gratitude tliev feel. . But
this is not all. It is good as far aa it
goes, yet it atops short of that which
is the most essential. -

Third, the thanksgiving which is
most pleasing to our Heavenly Father
is thanks-livin- g, the kind of livingwhich manifests itself in obedientlyand cheerfully doing God's whole will.
How neatly and comprehensively is
the entire Christian life stated in the
opening sentence of the Christian En-
deavor pledge! It is this: "TrustingIn the Lord Jesus Christ for strength,I promise Him that I will strive to do
whatsoever He would like to have me
do." This is a rational promise. No
one can keep it without becoming a
Christian. This is thanks-livin- g in its
purest simplicity. To do something,to please Christ, aye. to live all the
life with special reference to Him. "for
Jesus' sake" is the only way in which
thankfulness can be best evinced.

Fourth,, such a life rejoices and rev-
els in the privilege of being a

with Christ in consummatingGod's eternal purposes for man's sal-
vation and our earth's ultimate reno-
vation. Is there anything else for
which we should feel so grateful in
this present Thanksgiving season as
that we have the,abllity and the in-
clination to be of real service to' our
fellow beings? What a blessed privi-
lege it is to live so that we may make
it a little safer and easier for some
others to live true lives!

Fifth, thanks-aivin- g is living the
Christ-lif- e, a life that daily and hour,
ly practices the love so highly com-
mended in Christ's whole career, by
precept and example and aplrit A
deeper and stronger love, a steadier
and more practical love, a diviner and
richer love for the unlovely as well as
for the lovable, is the greatest need
of our sinning, suffering humanity.
Christians must become truer, purer,
more sincere lovers of their fellow-me- n

who are unsaved. This is the
only hope 'for our sin burdened race.
Such love will lead to personal evan-
gelism on the part of a larger- pro-
portion of professed Christians. We
must learn how to go after people who
are in sin and with a sweet reason-
ableness born of the Holy Spirit,
compel them to accept Christ as both
Saviour and Lord.

Sixth... Finally, if the world ' needs
warm, sympathetic, Christ like love
more than anything else, how can it
get into the world, save aa it flows
down, from God through Christian
hearts? Whether we shall become the
channel for the inflowing of God'a love
or barriers against It, will be deter-
mined by each person.
